INTRODUCTION

The education of gifted and talented students is the core business for public education systems.  The responsibility to assist all students to maximise their potential, no matter what their background or socioeconomic status and whatever their particular abilities, is carried on behalf of the community by public education.  The capacity of public education systems to meet this responsibility is a test of their veracity and of the commitment of governments to fully realising the nation’s human potential. 

Never before in Australia has the education of our citizens been so important in building a civil and prosperous society.  The education of gifted and talented students is a key element in meeting this challenge. Internationally, many OECD countries, notably the United States and the United Kingdom are committing substantial resources to gifted and talented education. They are recognising the increasing importance of nurturing gifted and talented students not only to maintaining a competitive advantage in a global knowledge based economy but also in creating a just and civil society.

The NSW public education system has a proud record of achievement in provision for gifted and talented students, which dates back to the 1860s. Public selective schools and classes in NSW historically have been the mechanisms through which individuals with exceptional ability have been identified and accorded the appropriate level of support to ensure their potential is realised.  This process has been a defining characteristic of public provision in NSW.  The reputations and public contributions of individuals such as Justice Michael Kirby, Australian Cricket Captain Steve Waugh, rock band Silverchair and actor Nicole Kidman are testament to this.

Public systemic provision can achieve quality for all students in ways that are not available to, or within the charter of, non-government independent schools. The size and diversity of public systemic provision in NSW ensures that the range of students and the range of resources can be brought together to aspire towards the highest possible standards.  The full diversity of cultural and social backgrounds, the range of students’ special gifts and abilities and the resources required to fully realise these abilities are best found within public education.  

Setting high standards and supporting students’ aspirations within public provision ensures a benefit for all students, not only those with particular and identified gifts or talents.  Public education’s approach to gifted and talented education is a function of the system’s responsibility to achieve for all.  Supporting the needs of the greatest number of gifted and talented students, as public provision does, helps ensure that integrating the appropriate expertise, experience and resources and applying the highest possible expectations of student achievement, is a culture and approach applied for all students.

NSW has a long-standing policy and implementation strategy on gifted and talented education. The policy recognises that gifted and talented students are to be found in all communities with and across a range of disciplines. Students from non-English speaking backgrounds in NSW represented 45% of all students at selective high schools in 2001.  At sports and performing arts high schools there is also significant representation of Indigenous students and students from a range of other cultural backgrounds.

The NSW public education system has encountered some challenges in the implementation of this policy and work still needs to be done in the area of teacher professional development and identification strategies. Initial teacher education is also critical to gifted and talented education and more time needs to be given to these issues in pre-service initial teacher education.  Universities have a vital role to play in this regard.

Public education systems have had to operate within a more competitive model of school provision over the last few years and are increasingly required to respond to expectations of high quality specialist and tailored provision. Gifted and talented education is a core ingredient of the public system’s response to increasing competition.

The NSW Department of Education and Training is not averse to competition as an element within a cooperative framework. The range of policies being pursued by the Commonwealth government since 1996 has challenged national cooperation on issues of national significance. This is despite the Commonwealth signing up to the National Goals for Schooling in the 21st Century which have as one of their aims fostering the pursuit of excellence.

The Commonwealth’s policies are intended to, or will have the effect of, increasing the socioeconomic stratification of students across all schools and weakening the systemic organisation of public schooling. There is, arguably, no more important factor in the capacity of school education in Australia to support gifted and talented students than the strength and comprehensiveness of government systemic provision.

Revisiting these issues at a national level is overdue if our nation is to continue to build on the achievements of individuals and of the community generally in creating a prosperous and civil society. Australian public schools embrace political, cultural, income and religious differences among our children and young people by mediating the unfamiliar within the framework of values and ethics. Among these is the value of high aspirations and achievement for all.  In pursuing this for gifted and talented individuals through public schools achievement is, in the words of one public school’s motto, Not for Ourselves Alone.

GIFTED AND TALENTED PROVISION AS A CENTRAL ASPECT OF PUBLIC PROVISION

2.1
The changing nature of public provision

Public education is increasingly emphasising choice, opportunity and specialisation within a high quality systemic framework.  This emphasis underlines the centrality of gifted and talented education for effective public schooling.

It is well understood that the interrelated impacts of economic re-structuring and new information and communication technologies are re-shaping Australian society, including education and training.  An important feature of the changing economic environment is the increased emphasis on specialisation and differentiation in provision to meet a greater range of service requirements.

Reflecting these more general changes, the education environment in Australia is increasingly competitive and students are becoming increasingly proactive in selecting schools to meet their specific needs.  As students seek to maximise their opportunities and improve their chances of success they are also demanding specific or specialised learning provisions. While opportunities for learning within and beyond the traditional formal education system are expanding through access to information and communication technologies, expectations are also being raised that education will fully meet the range and specific needs of students.

Provision for gifted and talented students is a key area in which education is being asked to adjust and meet rising expectations.  Not only is the range of potential areas of gifts and talents increasingly diverse, but students reasonably expect that their particular abilities will be recognised and nurtured.  This understanding of diversity is at the heart of the challenge for change and development, which is facing public education.

The question of differentiation in public provision, that is, the range of educational services provided by schools and systems, including provisions for students developing particular strengths such as in the academic, sporting and artistic fields, is a question that highlights the fundamental relationship between excellence and equity in NSW public schooling.

Equity is one of the democratic values that underpin the NSW public school system. Equity, defined as ensuring fairness in the processes for and outcomes of all students, necessarily entails ensuring that all students have opportunities to pursue their abilities and interests and to reach their potential.  This is also the underlying premise of gifted and talented provision.

To a large extent, equity in the past has been associated with a uniformity of provision, an assurance that all students will receive an equal level and quality of schooling irrespective of socioeconomic or cultural background.  NSW does not, however, equate uniformity of provision with equity.  Equity in NSW public education includes the requirement that classroom, school and system processes address the varied needs of students. It seeks to ensure that all students have the opportunity to reach their potential. One of the objects of The NSW Education Act 1990 is to provide opportunities to children with special abilities ((61j).

Comprehensive schooling in the past has been associated more directly with the view of equity as a minimum guarantee.  While NSW public education continues to prioritise quality assurance in all schooling, comprehensiveness has evolved to include an emphasis on the variety of provision available for all students.  Comprehensive provision is therefore more likely to be achieved through systemic coordination of schooling than through the range of offerings in any particular school.

This evolution of the comprehensive schooling model is a response to both developments in new technologies and organisational systems and the associated changes in student demands.  It is neither possible nor appropriate that equity is understood to be in contrast to issues such as excellence and effectiveness.  An educational system can only claim to have an equity objective when its purposes and processes include a commitment to excellence and effectiveness for all students.  While this has always been the case, a more competitive environment for schooling generally has highlighted the need for all public schools and systems to be responsive to individual student needs if their charter is to be fulfilled.

Importantly, the vast majority of students and particularly those from the less advantaged backgrounds rely on public schooling to fulfil this charter.  Without public provision that is dedicated to recognising the gifts and talents of all students, gifted and talented education can only be the domain of the relatively privileged or subject to availability within specific community schools. Non-government or independent schools, by definition, are not open to all comers. Either through representing specific community groups or through the application of fees, or simply through retaining the right to discriminate, non-government schools cannot meet the social obligation to the community to ensure that the opportunities of all gifted and talented students are maximised.

In this context, meeting the increasingly specific and varied needs of students is a crucial and defining characteristic of effective public schooling. The capacity to meet the broad range of requirements for all students is a measure of how well a public system in particular is meeting its obligations. The extent to which gifted and talented students are identified and supported within such a public system is a specific measure of its effectiveness in a modern and more competitive educational context.

The greater capacity of the NSW public system to provide for individual student needs
The nature of NSW public education and training as systemic provision provides an advantage in meeting the learning requirements of gifted and talented students.

The size and range of resources available within the public education and training system allows for flexibility and diversity to be achieved. There is a systemic capacity for ‘comprehensiveness’ in terms of depth, breadth and diversity of curriculum and teaching, to cater for the needs and aspirations of all students.  The range of resources and approaches for gifted and talented students are set out in sections three and four of this submission.

The scale of the NSW public education and training system, and the variety of provisions this allows for, cannot be matched by any non-government provision that by its nature is narrower than a public system.  There is a greater opportunity for students and parents to tailor learning programs to their individual needs.

The benefits of size and a range of resources are now complemented and extended by the creative use of new information and communications technologies. This makes it possible, more than ever, to meet the traditional commitment to comprehensiveness with the capacity to cater flexibly for the needs of individuals and to allow for the expression of regional diversity in meeting distinctive needs.  Examples of this are set out in section four of this submission.  Arguably, gifted and talented students across all areas are the most direct beneficiaries of this.

The socially representative nature of the public system’s student population is also a critical advantage in addressing gifted and talented education.  On the basis that gifted and talented students are represented equally among all social groups, a larger number of gifted and talented students from a wider range of backgrounds and with a wider range of abilities are among the students within the public system.  

Because of its very nature public education and training is, therefore, significantly better prepared to address gifted and talented education.

2.3
Recent developments in the organisation of NSW public education supporting gifted and talented provision

This general or underlying nature of public provision is being developed further in NSW to ensure that the challenges for more effective schooling as outlined above are being met.  The NSW Collegiate Education model and the proposal for the reform of inner city schools, best represent these developments.  A key purpose of these reforms is to ensure maximum effectiveness and efficiency in meeting as wide a range of students’ interests and abilities as possible. 

The Collegiate model of schooling brings together a range of campuses and types of provision into one administrative body and into shared sites.  This allows for students from any one stand-alone campus to access a wider range of resources across schools and TAFE NSW, including a wider range of subjects and teacher expertise.  The underlying principle is equity, ensuring that comprehensive provision for all students, particularly those with specific learning needs, which any individual school could not necessarily meet, is being met through the integrated use of systemic resources.

Perhaps the most significant example of the potential benefits of this approach to gifted and talented students is in the Building the Future – An Education Plan for Inner Sydney.  The key elements of the plan include:

· creation of selective streams within a number of schools including 720 selective and 700 senior high school places as well as 240 Opportunity “C” class places for gifted and talented primary school students;

· proposed amalgamations of some schools to give students greater choices of academic subjects, sporting and cultural activities;

· increasing and improving resources in technology;

· improved links between schools and TAFE, universities and business; and

· extensive upgrading and refurbishing of school buildings and facilities.

The intent of this reform is to increase the level of specific and specialist support available to students through maximising the use of existing resources across a geographical location.

Many of the schools within the scheme traditionally serve relatively low socioeconomic status communities. An important principle inherent in the process is to ensure a greater capacity to recognise and support gifted and talented students in these communities.

This type of organisation is only viable within a public education system, which has the scale, the range of students and the range of resources to ensure comprehensive access for all. In the next two sections of this submission, the range of systemic provisions for gifted and talented students is outlined and a number of specific dimensions of the NSW Department of Education and Training’s current approach are highlighted and analysed.

3
THE NSW DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION AND TRAINING APPROACH TO 
THE EDUCATION OF GIFTED AND TALENTED STUDENTS

The NSW Department of Education and Training, through a web of system-wide provision and mix of specialist and selective schools seeks to meet the needs of gifted and talented students, whatever their gifts, no matter where they live, no matter what the income, occupation or cultural background of their parents.

Under the NSW Education Act of 1990, it is the duty of the State to ensure that every child receives an education of the highest quality. It is the duty of all concerned with education of school-age children in NSW to assist each child to achieve his or her educational potential as far as practicable or appropriate, including children with special ability.

The NSW Department has had a long history in gifted and talented education. Public education in NSW has always aimed to extend the abilities of its best students. Within twenty years of its foundation in 1848 the Board of National Education had expanded its curriculum at the higher level to cater for the best students.
  The standards were sufficient to attract students from middle and upper class families to the advanced classes of the National Model Schools at Fort Street and William Street in the 1860s. 

The Conservatorium High School was established to nurture musically gifted students in 1918 and opportunity classes for academically gifted primary school children began in 1934. With the rapid expansion of secondary education in the post war period the original high schools remained academically selective. The Department conducted its own inquiry into the education of the talented child in 1977.
  In 1988 the number of schools with opportunity classes was extended to 66, covering rural and metropolitan areas. The number of selective high schools more than doubled and five new schools catering for students in the creative and performing arts joined Conservatorium High School. To cater for all students with sporting gifts five Sports High Schools were established.

Since 1991, NSW government schools have provided for gifted and talented students under the policy and implementation strategy introduced in 1991 (Appendix 1) which is based on the following principles:

· NSW government schools have a responsibility to educate all students to their full potential

· giftedness and talent occur in all communities, regardless of socio-cultural or socioeconomic background

· giftedness and talent occur in many different areas, including the creative arts, academic subjects, social and leadership skills and sport

· recognition and development of giftedness and talent in young people may be hindered by a variety of factors, including motivation, self-esteem, peer pressure, socioeconomic status, cultural and linguistic background and disability.

Under the current policy framework, responsibility for identifying and providing for gifted and talented students lies with the school. Teachers are responsible for identifying gifted and talented students in their classes and providing programs that cater for the full range of aptitudes they have discovered. It is the duty of schools to provide staff development opportunities. Schools may also combine their resources to better provide for gifted and talented students. As the range of gifted and talented programs and initiatives within the Department of Education and Training is so diverse, including areas such as the performing arts, sport, selective classes and schools, district programs etc, funding is provided from a wide variety of sources.

3.1
Features of the System-wide approach in NSW

There is a range of provisions across the state catering to academic as well as performing arts and sporting abilities.  These provisions are offered as part of the mainstream schooling processes.

Provisions for Academic Giftedness and Talent

Under the gifted and talented strategy introduced in 1991, each government school is required to have a gifted and talented coordinator or committee who oversees the identification and progress of students and the range of programs. Students are identified by classroom teachers and parents who are provided with checklists of indicators of giftedness (Appendix 2). The most common form of provision is through enrichment and extension activities, which can be done within the comprehensive classroom, or by withdrawing students of like ability, often referred to as "like minds". In primary school such classes of like minds often consist of gifted and talented students from several grades.

A particular example of withdrawing “like minds” is an initiative in the Wollongong District, which operates a one-day a week academically gifted class for students in Years 5 and 6 in the district. One primary school acts as the host school and the students have a dedicated classroom for enrichment and extension activities, including science, language and music. Activities focus on both group and individual learning. A retired industrial chemist provides extension and enrichment in science on a voluntary basis and acts as a mentor.

Selection for the class is rigorous. Initial identification is by classroom teachers who must nominate and rate the student against nine indicators of giftedness. The class teacher must also report on the student’s current academic standing and emotional adjustment and parents must answer a questionnaire about interests and behaviour at home. The school learning support team collates the various reports on each student and forwards them to the District Guidance Officer who conducts the IQ tests. A selection committee consisting of the district Superintendent, Principal of the host school, District Guidance Officer and a parent representative considers applications and test results.

In addition to in-class activities some schools provide after-school enrichment programs. Two examples of this type of initiative within the Department of Education and Training are Minds in Motion and Open Minds.  Other enrichment and mentoring activities are also provided to cater for particular talents.

Minds in Motion school centres were established to provide an after-school program one afternoon per week over a 10-week period on a user pays basis. The number of students involved varied from centre to centre but averaged over 200 per year and 8 to 12 staff. Courses mainly catered for primary students. In some cases, where students are of low SES, scholarships have been offered based on teacher and school recommendation. Open Minds, a similar concept to Minds in Motion originally involved overnight accommodation and a series of workshops around a theme leading to the production of a celebration culmination to showcase student outcomes. For ten years this model has involved an average of 300 students and 20 teaching staff annually.

At Blaxland High School, which has a particularly high number of gifted and talented students, each faculty has a week in the year to provide special events where students can gain more experience than is contained in the normal curriculum. This year the Science Department organised for students to spend time with a professor from the University of Western Sydney. The English Department organised a Writers’ Festival where a group of established writers interacted with students gifted in creative writing.

For profoundly academically gifted students enrichment and extension can only go so far in challenging students. The lack of suitable activities and engagement can lead to poor self-esteem and low achievement. Accelerated progression is another option open to students in all schools, using guidelines developed by the NSW Board of Studies (Appendix 3)
 and advice contained in the Department’s implementation strategies (Appendix 1 pp14 et seq.). Acceleration includes early entry to formal schooling, promotion in one subject area or advancement to the next grade across all subject areas by compacting, not omitting parts of the curriculum. It is expected that students being considered for acceleration will perform at the highest level in the subject in which they are accelerated.

The decision to accelerate a student, including early entry to Kindergarten, is made by the principal in consultation with relevant staff, the student and parents. Attention must be paid to the emotional and social readiness of the student for acceleration. Figure 1 shows that, following its introduction in 1992, the number of accelerated students rose steeply until 1998. It has stabilised since then at about the 1997 level of over 6,000 students
.  Accelerated and other gifted students have the opportunity to pursue a higher level of studies until the end of their school years. The NSW Board of Studies has offered extension courses in Philosophy, Cosmology and Comparative Literature for HSC candidates since 1994. Figure 2 indicates rapid uptake of these opportunities until 1998 when the annual candidature stabilised at about 80 students
. Participation is equal between government and non-government schools.

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Provisions in the Performing Arts

A range of performing arts programs is offered to students with an interest in drama, dance or music at school and district levels where they will have the opportunity to have their giftedness identified, such as inter-district drama camps and the Sing 2001 Program
.
Opportunities for student instrumentalists have also been developed on a statewide level with a specific focus on equity of opportunity and access. There are currently six ensembles catering for students
. Ensembles such as the Schools Spectacular Orchestra have also been formed for specific events and programs.  Students develop their talents through a mixture of tuition, rehearsals and performance at numerous events (the Olympics and Paralympics, Schools Spectacular, Australia Day Celebrations, primary and secondary schools choral concerts) and mentoring such as the PSG Orchestra’s “playerlink” with the Sydney Symphony Orchestra in April 2000. Elite groups have the opportunity of overseas tours. In 1999 the All Star Stage Band played at jazz festivals in Switzerland, the Netherlands, Denmark and Sweden.

At the peak of provision for elite students in the performing arts is the Talent Development Project, which prepares students from government schools to work in the entertainment industry. It is a joint initiative of the NSW government and the private sector. Members of the performing arts sector work closely with selected students to help them refine their talents. In 1999/2000, 103 students participated in the project, 65 girls and 38 boys.  Some recent graduates of the program include Human Nature, Nathan Foley who was selected as Presenter/Singer/Dance for the Nine Network’s Program Hi 5, and Felicity, who has twice won the Female Country Performer of the Year.

Provisions for Sporting Talent

The School Sport Unit coordinates provision of opportunities for elite sports people. There are ten School Sports Area Associations, which are affiliated, with all Academies of Sport and through these affiliations communication networks have been set up.

Schools also cooperate closely with Department of Sport and Recreation programs such as the National Talent Search Program (developed by the Australian Sports Commission) conducted through their regional sports academies. Each regional academy conducts a screening program through high schools in its area. Talented students in a range of sports are given opportunities to attend development camps, training programs and focus coach sessions to develop their potential. Examples are:

· talented students at Walgett High School attend a two-week camp at Westfields Sports High School each year

· talented students from Farrer Agricultural High School attend a Brisbane Broncos two-week camp.

State Sports Organisations (SSOs) which are parent bodies are active participants in supporting schools.  They arrange camps for gifted and talented students, including primary students. They also target schools with gifted students such as sports high schools with a particular sporting interest, for example, Riverina high schools for Australian Football.

Selective Schools and Classes

A parallel process of selective schools and classes also operates within the system to complement the mainstream provisions for academic giftedness.  The traditional way of providing for gifted and talented students has been through ability groupings, be they special classes within a comprehensive school or special schools. The gathering of like minds in a group that is understood and appreciated for its abilities can enhance self-esteem and the thirst for learning.

Selective high schools and opportunity classes for primary students in years 5 and 6 have existed in NSW since before the Second World War, but have undergone a major rejuvenation since the introduction of the gifted and talented policy in 1991. There are now 23 academically selective schools, four of which also require interest in Agriculture. There are 67 Schools with Opportunity “C” (OC) classes
 in 2001. Schools range from having one to four classes of 30 OC students in Years 5 and 6.

Admission to OC classes and selective schools is centrally administered. Students may apply for up to four selective or agricultural high schools. Prospective OC students are zoned to their nearest school or group of schools where there are several close by. Placement is by academic merit, which is determined mainly by the combination of results of ability tests in English language, mathematics and general ability together with primary school assessments of student performance in English and mathematics. Other evidence of academic merit is also considered and both parents and schools are permitted to comment on or attach documented evidence.

Specialist High Schools

There is also a range of specialist high schools, which specifically cater for performing arts, music, and sporting abilities in addition to the mainstream provisions in these areas. Before the current policy on gifted and talented students there was one specialist high school in NSW, the Conservatorium High School. The current policy recognises that giftedness and talent extend beyond academic ability and has seen the establishment of five more performing arts high schools, which cater for students gifted not only in music but also in drama and dance.

The selection process for performing arts high schools is by audition and satisfactory academic record. Auditions consist of prepared work and workshops. Workshops of up to two hours are crucial to the assessment and are conducted by several specialist teachers. Students are asked to learn a piece, or in the case of drama create one, and perform it as a group.

Students at specialist high schools in the performing arts are also eligible to participate in any statewide drama, vocal, dance or instrumental programs funded by the Performing Arts Unit. The principal soloist in the recent Department of Education and Training television advertisement for public education is a 17-year-old tenor from Wollongong High School of the Performing Arts. He has already performed with the NSW Public School Singers at the Sydney 2000 Olympics and sang a solo at the 2001 Commonwealth Day Celebrations in Parliament House. When interviewed by the media he paid tribute to way the public education system in NSW has “opened so many doors for me”.

Four sports high schools, which cater for up to 16 targeted sports in each school, have also been established. The selection process for sports high schools is on sporting ability and satisfactory academic and behaviour records. Sporting prowess is judged through up to five rounds of trials in the student’s chosen sport before expert judges, often from the States Sports Organisations They are usually allowed to try out for two sports. Successful students are constantly monitored for sporting and academic progress and good behaviour. Apart from specialist in-school tuition, students at sports high schools are eligible to participate in the statewide programs run by the State Sports Unit.

3.2
Teacher Education and Professional Development

Appropriately trained teachers are crucial to the identification and nurturing of gifted and talented students.

In New South Wales, the University of Western Sydney (Macarthur), Charles Sturt University (Wagga Wagga) and the University of New South Wales offer pre-service courses in gifted and talented education. Each of these universities also allows higher degree students to specialise in gifted and talented education. Charles Sturt University and the University of New South Wales offer specialist Certificates in Gifted Education (Appendix 4).

Current provision is largely through professional development, or in the case of sports and the performing arts, the recruitment of specialists.  The Department provides a variety of professional development opportunities for teachers to develop their skills in identifying and catering for gifted and talented students.

In 2000, the University of New South Wales was awarded a tender for the provision of in-service courses for teachers of gifted and talented students in selective high schools. The course gives accreditation for one sixth of a Master of Education degree.

Macquarie Fields High School, in cooperation with the University of Sydney has tailored its own Gifted and Talented Education Certificate, which is mandatory for all present and future teachers at the school. The course is part of a four-year professional development plan, which emphasises gifted and talented education, students with disabilities and English as a Second Language. It is geared to the school demographics of a young staff, low socioeconomic status, fifty percent of students academically selective and large numbers of students of non-English-speaking backgrounds. The gifted and talented component of the certificate constitutes one eighth of a Masters of Education at the University of Sydney.

Training is also available as a result of other programs in the Department. The pilot project referred to later on page 22 identifying students from low SES communities and particular cultural groups also trained many teachers in schools, districts and at State level in the use of the identification principles that were developed. The Country Areas Program includes initiatives in gifted and talented education. Specific training in the process of identifying students using the selection procedures for OC classes and selective high schools is also available.

Teachers also have the opportunity to talk to and learn from each other through the gifted and talented students mailing list and Internet “Web Board”. Additional expertise is also available through school counsellors who assist with the identification of students for early entry, acceleration, and OC selection and individual cases. 

Where possible, performing arts and sports high schools use the merit selection of staff to acquire teachers in specialist subjects such as dance, drama, music and specific sports. The Performing Arts Unit provides specialist conductors, accompanists and instrumental tutors for its statewide choral and instrumental programs. The Talent Development Project involves students working with acclaimed artists. Talented sports persons have access to expert coaches through links with the Academies of Sport. There are also programs to upgrade the skills of teachers so that they can better assist students throughout the system
.

A greater recognition, however, is needed of the more intensive requirements on teachers to cater for the needs of gifted and talented students. Focus group discussions
 with teachers of gifted and talented students conducted by the NSW Department of Education and Training found that the most commonly expressed request was for the opportunity to meet other teachers working with similar students in order to share ideas, strategies and materials.  The nature of work required to challenge high ability students is a real issue for these teachers. The convenience of Internet communication is seen as having great potential for allowing teachers to keep in touch with others in this field.  Teachers also pointed to the difficulty of committing to courses which require all the time commitment to be outside of school hours and saw time release from teaching duties as essential for such training.

There was strong support for professional development to take place in schools (rather than at a university or other venue) and for the material to be presented by experts with recent classroom experience.  One suggested model was the provision of workshops in which teachers developed a plan, then implemented it over a specified period and finally reported back to revise or confirm the approach in the light of the teacher employer’s and the school’s policy.

3.3
Research

The Department has a suite of research projects underway in schools to support the provisions for gifted and talented students. A summary of these projects is at Appendix 5. The research covers issues including: the entrance assessment processes of selective high schools; students' perceptions of school culture and student outcomes in selective high schools; the relationship between perfectionism and academic achievement in intellectually gifted students; teacher attitudes to early entry and acceleration of gifted students; the role of dynamic assessment in identifying high academic potential in Aboriginal students; exploring the affective outcomes of placing gifted and talented students in OC classes; and identification and education of young gifted children two years into schooling.

4
SPECIFIC DIMENSIONS OF GIFTED AND TALENTED PROVISION IN NSW

4.1
Socioeconomic Status

The recent expansion in the number of selective high schools and schools with OC classes has been largely in areas of low socioeconomic status. Of the 41 schools with OC classes in Sydney, 25 are in the western and south western Sydney area covered by the school districts of Bankstown, Blacktown, Campbelltown, Fairfield, Liverpool, Mount Druitt and Parramatta, Granville and Penrith (Figure 3). New selective schools have been established at Girraween (Parramatta), Penrith, Sefton (Bankstown) and Macquarie Fields (near Campbelltown), which serve low SES areas in the west and south west of Sydney. Campbelltown High School of the Performing Arts and Westfields Sports High School (Fairfield) are also in south western Sydney (Figure 4).

The NSW Department of Education and Training is succeeding in identifying giftedness and talent in students of low socioeconomic status, though the influence of socioeconomic status on educational attainment is still a potential factor. In 2001 there were 1706 applicants from 459 Priority Schools Program
 schools with 288 accepting offers for selective or agricultural high schools.

Of the high achievers
 in the 1999 Higher School Certificate, almost 16% of students lived in communities below the 40th SES percentile.  Of these high achievers from low socioeconomic status communities, 36% attended government selective high schools and 33% attended government non-selective high schools (Figure 5).

Socioeconomic status is a variable which also interacts in potent ways with both gender and cultural background, these interconnections and their implications for gifted and talented education are discussed below.

4.2
Gender
Academic Giftedness and talent
The Department of Education and Training argued in its Submission to the House of Representatives Inquiry into the Education of Boys, October 2000, that the influence of gender on academic achievement is a complex issue, characterised by a number of intersecting variables with socioeconomic status being a major influence on achievement.  This is certainly the case for gifted and talented students. For academic high achievers, socioeconomic status continues to be a more significant variable than gender.

When considering the gender profile of high achievers in the 1999 Higher School Certificate, 57% of high achievers were female compared with 43% of males.  Young women are represented at 8% above their population share.

There are also gender differences among high achievers in the type of school attended.  Over the past 12 years the application rates to selective schools between males and females have been fairly even (Figure 6).

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Differences start to emerge, however, when comparing the pattern of applications and the exercising of preferences. Males are nominating a greater number of preferences of selective school than females, pointing to a greater interest among males in getting into a selective school even if it is not the first, second or third preference (Figure 7).

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Young women, however, tend to nominate one or two schools suggesting that they are electing not to go into the selective environment to the same extent as young men. This may begin to explain the divergence in the figures of actual students placed in selective schools. Around an extra 400 male students per year accept a place at a selective school compared to females (Figure 8).

For young women, the type of school they attend does not appear to be as significant a variable on achievement as for young men (Figure 9).

When socioeconomic status is analysed in this context, the influence of gender is less significant.  Figure 10 below maps the 1996 Year 9 Cohort who went on to do the Higher School Certificate in 1999.  The Figure shows that low socioeconomic status students made up 40% of the population base, but their percentage share of the top 2% of higher achievers is 16%.  The average female achieves the top 2 percent at a rate 1.38 times that for males. This gender difference is much less than the apparent effect of low socioeconomic status. The average female participates in the top 2 percent of the HSC at a rate 2.6 times that for lower SES females; amongst males the average student participation rate is 2.7 times that for lower SES male students.

Sporting talent

There are some 4,800 students enrolled in Sports High Schools in NSW, 57% are male. Westfields Sports High, Endeavour Sports High, Narrabean Sports High, Illawarra Sports High and Hunter Sports High schools operate a range of targeted sports in boys and girls and co-educational programs.

There are gender differences among high achievers in the type of sport they participate in reflecting similar participation trends among the broader student population. In 1999/2000 more boys participated in cricket, soccer and basketball than girls did. Similarly, more girls participated in hockey, softball and touch football than boys did. And in 1999, all 518 netball teams were girls’ teams.  Schools are conscious of the imbalance and make efforts to redress the situation. However, the situation has improved since 1996 when the NSW Primary Schools Sports Association (PSSA) introduced the sports of girls’ soccer, girls’ cricket and girls’ touch football to the program to address gender equity. Boys softball has experienced large annual increases in participant numbers since a competition was introduced in both primary and high schools in the mid 1990s.  Girls’ rugby union and baseball knockouts are recent inclusions reflecting increasing interest of girls in these sports. Boys’ netball is also a recent addition to the program and is becoming popular (See Appendix 6 for relevant data).

Performing arts talent

Performing Arts high schools have more girls than boys. This is particularly so where there is a dance stream. Figure 11 shows the ratios:

Campbelltown has introduced Circus Skills in order to encourage more boys to apply. The Performing Arts Unit monitors gender participation in its programs as part of its watching brief on access and takes action to address imbalances.

4.3
Cultural Diversity and Indigenous Education

Academic giftedness and talent

Students from non-English-speaking backgrounds represent 36 percent of all applicants to selective high schools for 2001. Their success in securing a place is twice that of other groups see Figure 12 below.

The Department of Education and Training recognises that there is significant diversity among students of non-English-speaking background. Some are from highly educated professional families. Others come from areas of low socioeconomic status, and/or from ethnic communities who have recently arrived and who have parents with limited education and exposure to the system.

The research
 strongly suggests that both the identification of gifted and talented students within low socioeconomic status communities and the provision of appropriate, challenging programs for these students is far more effective when identification criteria and educational programs are developed in close consultation with those communities.

NSW has attempted to address this issue through a pilot project to identify students from particular cultural backgrounds from low socioeconomic status communities. The project included students from rural and city locations in years 6 and 7 targeting Aboriginal, Lebanese and Pacific Islander communities. The result was the development of an identification practice based on specific traits, attributes and behaviours across a range of domains for the particular cultural groups
.

Other programs have been developed to raise student, parent and community awareness of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander giftedness, and develop culturally appropriate perspectives on identification and curriculum provision. There are similar programs for students from ESL backgrounds who have missed out on provision through more traditional identification processes.

Significant attempts are also made to identify students whose recognition by tests of academic merit may be inaccurate or inappropriate. Various checklists of behaviours and attributes are used in different schools to identify underachievers. Selection committees for selective high schools and OC classes give consideration to children with sensory or physical disabilities and to children of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander background or a language background other than English if there is evidence that the marks are not the most appropriate indicators of ability. The largest program of this kind is for non-English-speaking background students who have been in Australia for less than four years. They are not required to sit the general ability component of the selective high schools tests
. Figure 12 above shows that students in this category enjoy a success rate equal to applicants from non-government schools and all girls.

Sporting Talent

Sports High Schools tend to attract students in proportion to the ethnic mix of the district and are particularly attractive to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders. The Illawarra Sports High School has the highest number of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander enrolments of any school in the district.

Performing Arts Talent

At the four Performing Arts High Schools there is strong representation (between 40-50% of the student population) of students from non-English speaking backgrounds, mainly European, some South American students, and some Chinese and Korean students especially in the music areas. There is also strong representation of Samoan students in many of the singing courses
.

Geographic Isolation

Academic Giftedness and Talent

All selective high schools are open to students from across the state and three of the four agricultural high schools are residential. Since 1991 there has been major expansion of OC classes beyond Sydney. Twenty-six out of 67 (nearly 39 percent) of schools with OC classes are now outside Sydney. Figure 13 shows that they are distributed throughout the larger regional centers, which represent 15 of the 24 school districts outside Sydney. This is a significant benefit of the public system.

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Primary schools that are disadvantaged by geographic isolation
 produce students who are eligible for selective or agricultural high schools. In 2001, 180 applicants from 232 country schools accepted offers of placement in selective or agricultural high schools.

Small rural schools with composite class situations have been quite successful in catering for the needs of gifted and talented students who pass seamlessly from one class to the other as required. Rural students make ready use of accelerated progression options and they are strongly represented in HSC extension courses, which are all taken by distance education
.  Rural students are also represented among the higher achievers in the Higher School Certificate.  In 1999 9% of high achievers came from rural New South Wales
.

Sporting Talent

Talented students in rural and remote areas have an extensive statewide network of support for the development of their sporting talent. The School Area and School State Sports Associations liaise with the NSW Department of Sport and Recreation and Academies of Sport. Through these affiliations, communication networks have been set up and students in country areas are targeted and provided with the opportunity to participate in major competitions.  The Department of Sport and Recreation through their regional sports academies also conduct a National Talent Search Program.

Performing Arts Talent

There is also a strong focus on catering for students in rural and remote communities in the programs run by the Performing Arts Unit. Districts identified as under performing are given extra support to encourage participation. Although many of the orchestral groups are metropolitan based, the larger ensembles, such as the Schools Spectacular Orchestra, are offered on a statewide level, with a rehearsal schedule that can cater for geographically isolated students. Students from all over the State participate in the drama and choral activities that lead to auditions for elite groups.

5
POLICY CHALLENGES AND EMERGING ISSUES

There are a number of continuing policy challenges and significant new issues, which have emerged since the last Commonwealth inquiry into provision for gifted and talented students.

5.1
Commonwealth Policies Undermine Gifted and Talented Education 

Commonwealth funding policies that favour nongovernment schooling must be understood as undermining the capacity of public education to properly meet the needs of gifted and talented students. The majority of gifted and talented students in this country are in public education and they rely on the strength of government provision, which is systemic in nature and offers a range of provisions, in order to adequately meet their needs.

The Commonwealth Government’s current approach is premised on an ideological position that favours independent rather than government school systems and on the view that increased competition will improve educational provision.  This approach is based on the work of US theorists such as Chubb and Moe
 who argue in favour of both de-centralisation and private provision in schooling and in opposition to public school systems. The NSW Department of Education and Training is not averse to competition as an element within a cooperative framework, nor to de-centralisation of schooling responsibilities within an approach that also recognises the benefits that coordination and integration can provide.

However, the Commonwealth government’s new schools funding legislation sets up an uneven playing field. The States Grants (Primary and Secondary Education Assistance) Act 2000, provides real increases to some of the most well resourced independent schools. Over the period 1998/99 -2004/05, the Commonwealth will increase funding to non-government schools by 68%.  Commonwealth funding for Government schools nationally will increase by 37% over the same period. 
 The increase to government schools will account for projected cost increases.  On a per student basis no real increases are provided for in the Commonwealth’s funding legislation
 In addition, the Commonwealth’s Enrolment Benchmark Adjustment (EBA) policy will reduce recurrent funding to NSW by some $114 million over 4 years.

The Commonwealth’s EBA policy, which is based on the view that each unit of cost of schooling can be adjusted with each individual student’s change in schooling, is a direct attack on the capacity to organise resources systemically to ensure comprehensive access to schooling.

By undermining both the public and the systemic aspects of government schooling, the Commonwealth is weakening the very elements that have provided genuine opportunities for gifted and talented students.  While gifted and talented students are not exclusively in government provision, it is clear that only government provision can ensure that all gifted and talented students are accorded fair opportunity and that the requisite resources are fruitfully applied.

Through these policy directions the Commonwealth is also undermining the contribution school education must make to the development and maintenance of a knowledge society.

5.2
‘Special Ability or Social Advantage?’

Commonwealth policies are exacerbating unproductive tensions in the competition model of schooling.  The community has a general understanding of the paradoxical purposes of education in both ameliorating social disadvantage through equalising access to opportunities and as a “positional good” in conferring social advantage through rationing credentials and access to economic opportunities.  It has been well understood in Australia, that education plays a critical role in ensuring that opportunities are allocated on merit and fosters absolute and relative social mobility by removing barriers to upward mobility (as well as playing a role in removing barriers to downward mobility).
 

These issues are reflected to a large degree in the specific policy environment affecting gifted and talented education.  On the one hand, there is the view that specialist programs for students with exceptional gifts and talents is elitist and only confers additional advantage on those who are already highly advantaged.  On the other hand, in the face of increasing social and economic competitiveness, where social advantage is brokered increasingly by individuals’ educational credentials, facilitating success for all is seen as the most important lever for a community or an individual to achieve social and economic equity. Gifted and talented education is an important aspect of public education’s role in ensuring equitable opportunities.

The current Commonwealth Government’s policies have substantially exacerbated these tensions against the interests of gifted and talented students. In funding policies for school and higher education over the last six years, the Commonwealth competition model of educational provision has heightened the role of education as a ‘sifter and sorter’ of access rather than as a facilitator of increased and broader access.  The effects of Commonwealth funding policies for schools can only be to exacerbate socioeconomic stratification in schooling
 while at the same time increasing the emphasis on schooling as a positional good.

In such an environment, educational resources committed to students who are gifted and talented are often seen as an opportunity cost for disadvantaged groups.  The emphasis on education’s role as a positional good or as a source of potential advantage in a vocational and broader socioeconomic race, shifts the emphasis of schooling away from the process of realising all students’ potential and toward schooling as competition for resources.  This is inherent in the Commonwealth’s conceptualisation of school funding.  This approach puts pressure on the resources available for supporting gifted and talented students. 

5.3 Competing for the “equity dollar”

The tensions described above find a specific expression in the organisation of funding programs. Debates over educational programs often include a tension between the perceived incompatibility of striving for “equity” and striving for “excellence”.  The tension arises within the broader context of policy frameworks that treat program initiatives as though they apply to discrete groups of students, rather than to students with many and inter-related characteristics.  Initiatives for gifted and talented students, for instance, are developed and implemented as though they can somehow be implemented independently of initiatives for girls or students of low socioeconomic background. 

A restrained fiscal environment exacerbates these tensions. Administrators as well as academics often seek to enhance the prospects of funding for their particular interest by emphasising the centrality of their area as a discrete concern. 

This demarcated approach to targeted interventions has often led to an emphasis on assisting specific lower achieving students rather than assisting all students who are under-performing.  The purposes of specific programs are often not seen as maximising student’s ability notwithstanding social/cultural circumstances but only about helping struggling students to achieve the higher standards.
  In this way, gifted and talented students are often not seen as being educationally disadvantaged. 

The Commonwealth’s actions in the States Grants Primary and Secondary Education Assistance Act 2000 of ‘broadbanding’ the equity programs to target low literacy and numeracy among students continues this trend. Specific student groups such as low socioeconomic status students and students with disabilities are explicitly acknowledged as part of the broadbanded program, including a level of guaranteed or quarantined funding.  These students are listed as though they are discrete and students with gifts and talents cannot be found among them. While gifted and talented students are not overtly excluded form this framework, funding is intended to address low achievement in absolute terms, rather than under-achievement. The emphasis on low achievement understates the relationship between gifted and talented students and other equity or targeted groups.

The policy debate needs to move on from policy frameworks such as those based on notions of competing interests. In a democratic society there is an underpinning belief in the equal value of all citizens and a commitment to quality schooling for all as a means of fulfilling the entitlement of all to develop their full potential. Equality is not necessarily about uniformity. All interests need to be given equal consideration
.  Resources need to be maximised for all students and ample support provided to enable them to learn effectively.

5.4
Teacher Education

Teacher education is crucial to meeting this challenge. The provision of high quality graduates, who can identify and cater for the needs of the full range of students is critically important to society.

In response to Commonwealth funding cuts to higher education since 1996, universities in NSW have undertaken substantial administrative and academic restructuring and rationalisation to contain costs whilst endeavouring to maintain an adequate range and quality of programs.

There has been significant pressure on institutions to downgrade some important areas of delivery to better support programs which promote their institutions to the fee-paying market and which encourage industry support. In this move towards a market model of operation within the higher education sector a series of distortions in resource allocations within institutions and across disciplines has emerged.

The distortions are particularly affecting teacher education as a discipline, which does not have the same potential to access corporate support or the full fee paying student market as other disciplines. Specific impacts for teacher preparation in NSW arising from the lower funding priority accorded to education facilities include:

· reduced capacity to provide effective professional experience as part of initial preparation;

· reduced class contact hours and increased student load to staff ratios;

· cutbacks in higher cost teacher education programs such as technology and applied studies; and the maintenance of the HECS differential for mathematics, science and technology; and

· fewer teachers taking post graduate study in education, following the introduction of full fees.

These pressures in turn make it increasingly difficult for the full range of student needs to be covered in courses and issues in gifted and talented education are often accorded a low priority.

State governments have little influence over institutions’ internal allocation of funding and employers have limited capacity to influence questions of quantum of training places, or the balance or quality of provision.

The principle finding of the recent review of Teacher Education in NSW, Quality Matters, was the link between student learning outcomes and quality teaching
.

NSW sees the issue of teacher supply as fundamental and would like to work more closely with the Commonwealth to develop collaborative planning and funding models that more adequately address the needs of the state in terms of number, quality and balance of provision.  This is crucial to ensuring gifted and talented education issues are more adequately addressed in teacher education courses at universities.

It should be recognised that there are many pressures on the time available in the compulsory core of initial teacher education courses.  But the recognition of the special needs of the high ability student is seen to be of vital importance if we are to provide appropriately and equitably for all students.  The time currently allocated to gifted and talented education in the compulsory core is negligible at best and in most institutions, non-existent.

Teacher education qualifications offered by higher education institutions must include gifted and talented education content, which is equivalent to a thirteen-week unit of gifted and talented education.

Where possible a component of the practicum in initial teacher education courses should also offer the opportunity for student teachers to apply their theoretical knowledge of gifted and talented education principles.  It should be possible for this to be a focus for at least one school placement program for each student teacher.  This is not happening on a systematic basis at present.  It is, however, an approach that could be valuable to student teachers as part of their development of skills to cater for individual learning differences.  

There is also a continuing challenge in the area of in-service teacher education.  Charles Sturt University, the University of New South Wales and the University of New England all provide courses for graduates, however, the number of students enrolling in these courses is relatively very small which is a cause for concern. The Commonwealth has a role to play by assisting universities to make these courses more attractive to teachers. For example, HECS exemptions could be granted to teachers undertaking these professional development courses.

5.5
Identification strategies for giftedness and talent
There is still debate about these issues and there are considerable challenges to be faced to ensure giftedness and talent are identified across the broad spectrum of the student population and across the range of domains of giftedness and talent.

Some experts have argued
 for a pragmatic approach to identifying giftedness as a way of moving beyond the dependency on precise and often arbitrary definitions. This would be achieved through an operational definition of giftedness as applying to those students who would benefit from gifted education programs. This is a deliberately circular strategy designed to label the programs and not the students.

Identifying the potential of students through specific programs rather than a focus on performance may be one way of addressing the issue of identification. Schools need to be able to develop student potential, not simply reward exceptional performance.

Current processes for identifying gifted and talented students rely heavily upon parents’ and teachers’ perceptions of student performance. In the case of exceptional academic performance, parents’ and teachers’ perceptions may be verified through an assessment of students’ intellectual functioning by a school counsellor or another registered psychologist. But this simply confirms that a ‘talented’ student (i.e. one who exhibits superior performance) is also ‘gifted’ (i.e. one who has superior ability and potential). This process does not enable parents and teachers to identify ‘gifted’ students who are not exhibiting superior performance. Teachers also need to be able to develop students’ potential as well as rewarding exceptional performance.

Teachers also need tools to enable them to identify under-achieving, gifted students. These students may be under-achieving in one curriculum area or in several. Too many of these students are from under-represented groups of gifted students, e.g. Indigenous, isolated, non-English-speaking background and low socioeconomic status students. Gifted students with disabilities may also be more readily identified when such tools are available to all teachers. Difficulties in some aspects of learning experienced by students with disabilities often serve to mask other aspects of learning in which they may be exceptionally gifted.

This is a national issue, which requires a national response. Commonwealth resources need to be directed towards research and development of the necessary identification tools, to ensure that the potential of many gifted students to contribute to the welfare of our society will be realised.

5.6
Selectivity versus mixed groupings

Systems need to look at creative and innovative ways of catering for the needs of gifted and talented students. The key is for teachers to be supported and school cultures nurtured to support these students in a sensitive way so that these students are seen as an asset to other students, teachers and the school community.

Providing diversity in options for catering for the full range of giftedness and talent among students is clearly the best approach. The success of selective schools and accelerated progression within all schools, sporting high schools, performing arts schools and senior colleges in NSW shows the structural potential for nurturing and offering opportunities to excel in particular areas of expertise through links to a range of outside expertise and with the vocational education and training and higher education sectors. 

However, the major structural policy challenge is with catering for academic giftedness and talent. The continuing dilemma facing education systems is about balancing the need for providing an appropriate learning environment for highly gifted students and allowing the opportunity for these students to benefit from mixed ability settings and vice versa.

While ability grouping is effective especially in low socioeconomic status communities, it can have the potential to residualise the system if taken to the extremes and becomes a critical mass within the system (i.e. over representation of selective schools with the creaming off of the best students).

The research
 confirms that ability grouping is a very successful strategy in catering for the needs of academically gifted and talented students. Ability grouping allows gifted and talented students to develop their knowledge, understanding, skills, attitudes and values through their interaction (e.g. cooperative learning, group problem solving) with other students of similar ability. 

However, academically gifted and talented students can also stand to benefit from opportunities to work in mixed ability groups, where they can provide leadership and consolidate their learning. Comprehensive schools can offer both of these learning situations and where they do students are less likely to seek placement in a selective high school.

Indeed, NSW data on the high achievers in the 1999 Higher School Certificate as outlined in Section 4 of this submission shows that young women, in particular, are succeeding in a range of settings.

5.7
Technology

The effective utilisation of Information and Communications Technology is a new and emerging issue for gifted and talented education in that it presents opportunities for greater support and innovation in a range of settings.

There is potential benefit in the development of national on-line curriculum with a gifted and talented perspective. This perspective could take the form of extension and enrichment learning outcomes and activities for gifted and talented students. This will support teachers in providing a more appropriate, differentiated curriculum for these students. The development of the necessary outcomes and materials could be the focus of a national project.

This initiative would complement and fit within the framework of the national Schools Online Curriculum Content Initiative. This Initiative is a collaborative program, managed by the Conference of Education Systems’ Chief Executive Officers, to develop and disseminate a continuing supply of high quality digital educational content, so Australian learners gain maximum educational benefits from the online revolution.

5.8
National reporting

National reporting arrangements have to this point focussed on minimum achievement benchmarks. This reflects the emphasis outlined above on addressing the needs of students performing below a norm, particularly in literacy and numeracy.

The current national reporting framework on school education needs to be expanded to focus on high aspirations for all students across both academic and non-academic fields. A breadth of indicators is needed so that a range of educational achievement can be reported including performing arts and sporting achievements. These indicators would need to be supported by more specific targets and understandings at the local and state levels.

The work of the National Education Performance Monitoring Taskforce (NEPMT) of MCEETYA in developing national benchmarks and reporting processes has to this point, emphasised minimum achievement benchmarks in literacy and numeracy. It is the nature of educational politics that any factor, which is measured and reported, has an advantage in attracting scarce resources and policy attention.  The focus of the national reporting enterprise so far has, to some extent, left out both high academic achievement and achievement in areas such as the arts and sports.

National and state measuring tools are not designed at this point at the high achievement end of the scale to disaggregate to the point of identifying levels of achievement of gifted and talented students.

Whilst it is highly appropriate that the priority for national reporting has been about minimum achievement benchmarks, it is also appropriate that the national reporting process expands to include aspirational targets for high achieving students across a range of areas.

6
RECOMMENDATIONS

6.1
Public Education

That the Senate Employment, Workplace Relations, Small Business and Education References Committee explicitly recognises the importance of a strong and diverse public education system as the basis for comprehensive provision for gifted and talented students.

6.2
Teacher Education 

That the Committee recommends to the Commonwealth that it should provide incentives for universities to put more resources into pre-service initial teacher education and more content hours on gifted and talented issues so that all universities providing initial teacher education ensure courses engage student teachers in the issues of teaching gifted and talented education within the courses’ compulsory core, including the teaching method components.

6.3
Supplementary Resourcing for Library Books and Musical Instruments

That the Committee recommends to the Commonwealth that it should provide a supplementary national pool of funds for schools to extend library collections and specialist instruments to assist them to cater for the needs of all students.

6.4
Technology
That the Committee recommends to the Commonwealth that it facilitate the establishment of an on-line learning network and a national on-line curriculum with a gifted and talented perspective within the framework of the national Schools Online Curriculum Content Initiative.

6.5 National Reporting

That the Committee recommends to MCEETYA that it consider the development of national high achievement targets for gifted and talented students across all areas of the National Goals for Schooling in the 21st Century.
