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Market Forces

Skilled immigration, by filling holes in our labour market is diminishing

the capacity of market forces to drive the institutes of higher education to

create and fill courses in areas of skills shortage. This hinders

Australia's capacity to fill its current skills gaps and also, given the

time taken to complete higher education courses and move into employment,

discourages proactive course design based on anticipated labour market

demand.

If it is felt that skilled migration is necessary for short term national

economic benefit - and this itself is arguable - then the Govt should look

at subsidizing courses  where its immigration policy has unbalanced the true

labour market demand.
