I studied architecture for 2 years at the University of Sydney and found it to be quite a disappointing experience.

I found the most demanding problem to be lack of staff and human contact in general for help with assignments in subjects which had no tutorials and therefore no direction in how to proceed with assignments. If any problems were faced in any subject, were directed to email the lecturer, which would often take up to a week to reply.

In a computer lecture, there was one lecturer for the entire year, however, most students did not have the luxury of his guidance as there were only 20 computer programs available at one time. When students complained to the tutor about this, he said that more programs would mean he would be out of a job.

It all comes down to economics.

Students were told not to have part time jobs because of the impossibly large workload, but students pay up to $50 per week for materials for the course and would not be at university if they did not work.    I studied here from 1999 - 2000.
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
