INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY OUTSOURCING INQUIRY
The Chairman of the Senate Finance and Public Administration References Committee, Senator George Campbell, today announced further hearings for the inquiry into the Government's Information Technology Outsourcing initiative.  

The Committee called for public submissions during January and held public hearings on the inquiry in February and March 2001. The Committee will be taking into consideration findings from the Humphry review of IT outsourcing [Whole of Government IT Outsourcing Initiative Review] published in December 2000, and submissions that were made to that Review.

Senator Campbell said that the Committee would consider the outsourcing of IT services with particular reference to:

Whole-of-Government IT outsourcing processes;

Accountability and transparency in Commonwealth contract management;

-
Industry Development and the new industry development framework;

-
Workforce planning and employee transition frameworks;

-
Competitive Neutrality and Rate of Return Adjustments;

-
Intellectual Property (IP) and the protection of tenderers, contractors and the Commonwealth's IP;

-
IT outsourcing, Privacy and the Privacy Amendment (Private Sector) Act 2000.
