Public Hearing for the Inquiry into Recruitment and Training in the Australian Public Service

27 September 2002

The Chair of the Senate Finance and Public Administration References Committee, Senator Michael Forshaw (ALP, NSW), today announced that the Committee will be holding a Public Hearing on 27 September 2002 at Parliament House in Canberra for the inquiry into Australian Public Service (APS) recruitment and training. 

Key matters to be discussed at the hearing will include:

· whether the current devolved arrangements for recruitment and training are working effectively in establishing adequate career paths across different departments and agencies within the APS;

· employment and career opportunities for young people; and

· training and career development opportunities for APS employees in regional areas.

The Committee is to hear evidence from a number of organisations with an understanding of issues relating to recruitment and training in the APS, including peak bodies, private sector providers and the Commonwealth Scientific and Industrial Research Organisation.
