Public hearings for the inquiry into the Members of Parliament (Life Gold Pass) Bill 202

23 August 2002

The Chair of the Senate Finance and Public Administration Legislation Committee, Senator Brett Mason (LP, QLD), today announced that the Committee will be holding public hearings on Friday 23 August 2002 at Parliament House in Canberra for the inquiry into the Members of Parliament (Life Gold Pass) Bill 2002. 

Key matters executed to be discussed at the hearings include:

· changes proposed to entitlements due to persons who have qualified for the Life Gold Pass;

· the role of the Remuneration Tribunal regarding the Life Gold Pass;

· definitions used in the Bill concerning eligibility;

· administration of the Life Gold Pass;  and

· proposed arrangements concerning forfeiture of Life Gold Pass entitlements for eligible pass holders convicted of corruption offences under the Crimes (Superannuation Benefits) Act 1989.

The Committee is to hear evidence from the Australian National Audit Office, the Department of Finance and Administration, the W.A. Salaries and Allowances Tribunal and the Association of Former Members of the Parliament of Australia. A copy of the program is attached.
