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Terms of Reference

(a) the most appropriate process for moving towards the establishment of an Australian republic with an Australian Head of State; 

 For creating a proposal for constitutional reform referendums my model merges the parliament, inquiry, deliberative opinion poling, postal ballot, company annual general meeting, and citizens initiated referendum processes. The way to proceed might be for parliament [ or just the Senate or a committee ] to legislate for a standing inquiry with up to 10 inquiry terms of reference into the head of state democratic processes aspects of constitutional reform. This may later expand to 11 inquiries, an extra one each for the parliament departments, and for each other department. Each inquiry with up to 10  terms of reference as parliament determines. An agent paid $500,000 per round to manage election of Governor General, foreign affairs commissioner, 50 constitutional amendment drafting agency representatives, Chairperson by rank, Governor General and deputies and Referendum proposals, inquiry submission authors, and referendums by a random sample of 1000 citizens also paid by the commonwealth an equal amount per vote to lodge votes. [ 1000 x $500 = $500,000 ] People may make submissions to each inquiry. Each candidate, submission, or referendum proposal may have up to one page of text information on the postal ballot paper, and any size of web-page at the end of a link submission for the web-page ballots. Presentation in order of rank after the last ballot, then in random order. For each round a jury being a random sample of 1,000 citizens receive a $200 postal ballot [ 1000 x 1,000 pages x $.02 = $200,000 ] and loan or gift of a portable computer starting up to an alternative web page ballot form [$5,000 x 1,000 = $5,000,000 ]. Each jurist must choose a proxy in total paid $100,000 to manage postal ballots and cast default votes which the jurist may modify in a second column. Votes to associates of the proxy or jurists are void, to prevent self selection. The 50 elected drafting agency representatives attend the last three weeks of the currant session and the first one week of the next session, the 50 most selected proxy attend the whole 4 week current sessions to discuss submissions. Broadcast costing $100,000. Submissions author paid a portion of $200,000 in proportion to vote value each author gains bore preference distribution, so as to encourage submission quality improvement. The electoral commission using a computer to withdraw the zero and lowest vote value recipient submission with reconsolidation of remaining vote value to equal 1 and repeating until ranking all submissions. The top 2% up to 50 submission author per round may commission any one of several commonwealth paid for legally competent drafting agency having parliament accreditation. Agency may submit to the winning submission author, draft amendments to the constitution, the author paid a portion of $100,000 in proportion to referendum yes vote victory margin over 60% and the drafting agency paid a portion of $100,000 if commissioned by the author to draft an amendment to the constitution. To then go to a postal ballot referendum [ $100 x 1,000 = $100,000 ] of the subsequent citizens council of 1000 citizens selected at random and paid to vote free of corrupting influence, with 60% approval required. Then assent of the president to sort out any contradictions. Total cost of my process being as low as $1,900,000 per round.

 The resulting constitutional amendment proposition going to the existing referendum procedure.

 We do not need to have a referendum question pass both houses of the federal parliament. Any referendum bill such as for to implement a democratic method to elect the head of state must go to referendum if passing just one house such as the senate twice after an interval of three months.

Terms of Reference

(b) alternative models for an Australian republic, with specific reference to:

(i) the functions and powers of the Head of State

(ii) the method of selection and removal of the Head of State, and

(iii) the relationship of the Head of State with the executive, the parliament and the judiciary.

Question 9  Who should be eligible to put forward nominations for an appointed head of state? For elected head of state?

Any person may nominate themselves for only one position if paying $50 per election. Even if there are 1,000 nominees, this would have raised $50,000. With each of 1,000 candidates having one page in each of the 1,000 ballot book, each page costing 10cents, the ballot books would only cost $100,000. So the electoral commission would only incur a cost of $50,000 and require less money to count the vote. I reject the argument that because of a large number of candidates one candidate may get elected on a small number of votes, because of the use of a form of optional preferential voting.
Question 10  Should there be any barriers to nomination, such as nominations from political parties, or candidates being current or former members of parliament?

Nomination should exclude current democratic representatives.
Question 11  Should there be a maximum and/or minimum number of candidates?

No. Any number of persons may nominate where paying $50 per election. 
Question 12  Should there be a minimum number of nominators required for a nominee to become a candidate?
No. If each nomination costs $50 and there are only well paid 1,000 electors the ballot book can be sufficiently large.

Question 20  What should the eligibility requirements be for the head of state?

That the person be an Australian citizen.
Question 21  On what grounds should a person be disqualified from becoming of head of state?
If a person lacks Australian citizenship. 

Question 4  Should some form of campaign assistance be available to nominees, and if so, what assistance would be reasonable?

No. Because under my model the candidates would only need to submit a 1 page advertisement to the electoral commission to go on the ballet book to go to the random selection of 1,000 citizens to elect the head of state. Nomination should cost $50 adjusted by GDP and population. Instead assistance should be provided to a random sample of 1,000 citizens who would elect the head of state. If $1,000 pay for lodging a valid vote x 1,000 voters this would cost $1,000,000. Having all citizens vote for free would cost 50x more.
Question 5  Should/Can political parties be prevented from assisting or campaigning on behalf of nominees? If so, how?

No.
Question 6  If assistance is to be given, should this be administered by the Australian Electoral Commission or some other public body?

The electoral commission would print a ballot book including 1 page from each candidate and allow each candidate a web page link. The ballot book going to only each of the 1,000 citizens council voters with appointment to the citizens council by random selection.  
Question 7  If the Australian head of state is to be directly elected, what method of voting should be used?

After the random selection of 1,000 voters from citizens, each voter must select a proxy to cast any whole number vote value from 1 to 999 to any number of candidates. After lodging the vote by computer given to each voter or after reading all ballot papers by computer, Consolidation of each voters total vote value to total 1 to 5 digits. Then withdrawal of the candidate gaining the least vote value and after each withdrawal reconsolidation of remaining vote value of each voter for remaining candidates to total 1. 

Question 1 Should Australia consider moving towards having a head of state who is also the head of government?
Only as far as providing assent to government bills and referendum propositions. And to sort out amendment contradictions.

Question 2 What powers should be conferred on the head of state?
The power to provide or withhold assent including and edit out contradicting parts of the constitution or legislation. The power to have a replacement elected representatives subject to determination of the 1,000 randomly selected members of the citizens council. The power to appoint an administrator to draft a constitution for Australian protectorates outside Australia.
Question 3 What powers (if any) should be codified beyond those currently specified in the Constitution?
The power of commander in chief of the military should pass to a defence assembly. Parliament should have fixed terms except may be shorter as determined by the Prime Minister. The Prime Minister should be elected by a joint sitting of Parliament. 

Question 8 If direct election is the preferred method for election of a non-executive president, will this lead to a situation where the president becomes a rival centre of power to the Government? If so, is this acceptable or not? If not, can the office of head of state be designed so that this situation does not arise?
No because the election would be by only 1,000 citizens and the head of state would have only as much power to propose law amendments as any other citizen. What would more democratically address the submissions to inquiry which parliament determines the terms of reference for, Would be to have the random selection of 1,000 citizens every 4 months to by way of indicative plebiscite rate and so rank any number of submissions from the public. To if the top 2% gain the services of the authors own choice of if commissioned by the submission author subsidised drafting agency to draft a referendum proposal to be put to a referendum of the subsequent session of the council of a random selection of 1,000 citizens. 
Question 13  What should the head of state be called, Governor-General, President of the Commonwealth of Australia or some other title?
Governor General because we would retain parliament. A President would have had other connotations.  
Question 14  What should be the length of a term of office for head of state?

The term should be 4 months. A random selection of 1,000 citizens can convene more regularly than with whole electorate direct election and have more willingness to reconsider the head of state than parliament.
Question 15  Should a head of state be eligible for re-appointment/re-election?

Yes.
Question 16  Should there be a limit on the number of terms an individual may serve as head of state?
no.
Question 17  Who or what body should have the authority to remove the head of state from office?
Nobody except by replacement by a subsequent random selection of 1,000 citizens every 4 months. The law enforcement of military forces may force the Governor General to comply with the constitution, but the Governor General indemnified from prosecution while elected. 

Question 18  On what grounds should the removal from office of the head of state be justified? Should those grounds be spelt out?
Never except by replacement by a subsequent random selection of 1,000 citizens every 4 months. 

Question 19  How should a casual vacancy be filled?

Answer 19 If a head of state has for example died then the position can be left vacant until replacement by a subsequent random selection of 1,000citizens every 4 months. 

Question 22  Should the head of state have power to appoint and remove federal judges?

No to appointment which should be from nominees who pay $500 by as a result of a majority yes vote of a random selection appointment citizens council. Yes to re-assess a judges appointment, a head of state may decide that a judges appointment re-go the re-consideration of the citizens council, a council of 1,000 citizens with members appointment by random selection.
Question 23  Should the head of state have the prerogative of mercy?

No But the head of state should have the prerogative to have a case go to another judge, other than the one with local jurisdiction.
Question 24 Should the head of state be free to seek constitutional advice from the judiciary and if so, under what circumstances?

Yes, in any circumstance. Either a judge, A legal council, A Budget advisory council, or a Constitution drafting agency. 
Question 25  What is the best way to deal with the position of the states in a federal Australian republic?
Changes to the method of appointment or duties of states governor should be a later and separate reform which each state determines on their own. But I would favour merging the governors duties of assent into the duties of the new head of state. 
Models for a republic:

If my model has not got the consideration it deserves i will reject and recommend that voters vote against all other models talked up to dated as they are all tyrannous anti-democratic oligarchies, extending and indemnifying incumbent power, expensive, or cumbersome. I will only vote for a direct election model with open nomination going to council of a random selection of a 1,000 citizens, with just powers of assent and referral as the only non anti-democratic, non-tyanous, non impractical, non expensive model.

THE NATIONAL CONSTITUTION AND BUDGET OF AUSTRALIA. 

         Commencing the year 2003, Month 1, Day 1.          

The deliverance from god. 

 Relying on the approval of the citizens of Australia. All other law within the borders and seas of Australia is subject to this constitution. With independent legal authority. Passing from the constitution made by the authority of the colonizing or liberating power. Being the parliament and crown of the United Kingdom. By the constitution of Commonwealth Of Australia Act 1901. To the citizens of Australia by way of this constitution. This constitution, recognizes ownership of private buildings, developed lands, and other works which shall continue to belong to the maker, or just purchaser, and determines that all minerals and water resources, and land in common occupancy are the property of the commonwealth. Commonwealth lands use shall include for protection of the natural environment, communal title for persons of dark complexion, national development, and privatization. To be managed as set out in this constitution under Australian sovereignty. 

 The armed forces and law enforcement public service personnel shall be citizens of darkest complexion, hair, and eyes who are fit, free of criminal record and who apply until resignation. An amount of $1,300,000,000 {2002 GDP relative} allocated each year paid to companies for private housing with employees all persons of darkest complexion for rent to persons of darkest complexion, Being a higher budget per person than the average commonwealth housing and welfare budgets for the rest of Australia of lighter complexion. Funds amounting to more than $1,300,000,000 {2002 GDP relative} shall be paid in voucher currency to persons receiving public housing of darkest complexion for redemption in a communal title area, instead and of greater average value per person than the average value of welfare paid to whites. To be obtained instead of public housing and welfare for persons of lighter complexion. Legal residents and citizens of darkest complexion may if they choose reside in communal title housing and use welfare for persons of darkest complexion in a communal title area and continue to gain general services such as access to subsidized health care and if they choose visit or integrate into the light complexion community if able to provide own housing and income except where convicted to prison or in need in which case persons of dark complexion may be transported to a communal title area for persons of dark complexion. Persons of dark complexion may be convicted by a legal judge for doing pay back under tribal law subjected to this constitution, where so elements of tribal law pay back may be included in sentencing as well as conventional sentencing as determined by a legal judge. Persons of dark complexion who are imprisoned may serve the sentence in a communal title area.

 Wording of this constitution including numbers written in letters excluding wording within {}, also changes to the national Borders of the ten states, Currency, Spelling, Flag/s, Coats of arms, Alphabet, and Systems of measurement, to then be used within this constitution; May be modified as put by the Governor General and a referendum of over sixty percent of a citizens council of six hundred citizens selected at random from the Australian population, as performed by the Constitution Commission as constituted as precribed by this constitution. The Citizens Council is prohibited from making amendments to the national constitution to, Allocate budget amounts, Change taxation rates, Privatize or prohibit a particular privatization, Prohibit election of a particular individual, Convict or pardon individuals except may outlaw or permit, Prohibit amendment of this constitution, Start or end a war. These acts may be performed by the national budget making parliament.

 Wording of this constitution within {}, Numbers written in Arabic numerals, and Choice of contractor may also be changed by the processes of the national parliament. All budget amounts when modified are for actual amounts and a proportion of the previous years Gross Domestic Product or if per person GDP divided by the population. In subsequent years these amounts are adjusted to be a same proportion of GDP or GDP / population of the following previous year. Each individual allocation is rounded down to three digits. Population proportional equations over-ride and adjust actual budget amounts.

 Subsequent amendments made by parliament or the constitution commission over-ride prior amendments where there is an inconsistency.

 Common law and penalties are determined by a judge appointed by a Law Enforcement Representative as assisted by recommendations made by the Private Company For Legal Council. 

 The maximum size of this constitution is two hundred A4 pages using standard twelve sized font. Section numbers or letters are prohibited in  this constitution, except to order. [ For integration and consolidation for compactness, ease of comprehension and modification. Parts may be found by word search. ]

 Wording within [ ] is comment determined by the publisher of this national constitution and budget, and has zero constitutional effect.

 Population relative units, For every 2,000,000 citizens there is 1 unit. 

 So 18,900,000 citizens counts as 18,000,000 so 9 units.

 THE CONSTITUTION COMMISSION : For each session of four weeks from the first Monday for each of months one, five, and nine a citizens council jury of one thousand citizens are selected at random from the electoral roll where over the age of fifteen, performed up to eight weeks in advance of jury notified if the electoral commission is to be paid before more than four weeks before the session, for jurists to serve for one four week session. Citizens Council jury members are paid $10,000 {2002 GDP relative} [ x 3 sessions = total cost $30,000,000 per year ] to vote free of any other corrupting persuasion. To vote on officials, indicative plebiscites and referendum proposals. The Citizens Council jury member must select a proxy paid $5,000 {2002 GDP relative} by the commonwealth for each jurist that selects the proxy to cast default vote value in a first column for the proxy on behalf of each jurist on the jurists web-pages ballot and postal ballot papers, and up-date the jurists web page and send the postal ballot paper to the jurist. The jurist may the fill in the second alternative vote value jurists column to have precedence if a value is existing. The proxy or an agent must then if to have affect collect and lodge each postal ballot paper for each jurist responsible for. As a default each web-page ballot paper of each jurist is inactive so that the postal ballot paper has precedence if it’s submission is forthcoming. Except if a postal ballot has failed to be lodged in which case the jurists web-page ballot has precedence. To otherwise activate web page ballot precedence over postal ballot precedence the jurist must log in to their web-page ballot and activate all precedence of the web page ballot. In the first week of the session the jurist may lodge an alternative vote for any drafting agent, Foreign affairs commissioner and Governor general candidates before the end of Friday of the first week, on weeks two for any submissions for each of the current inquiries before the end of Friday of week two, and on week four on all referendum issues before the end of Friday of week four. Vote value cast by jurists or proxy are void where for any candidate or submission where the authors main life long state of residency in Australia is the same as the voter, Or where for any entity offering or providing any inducement for any purpose, party, or 100 closest relatives, of the voter, Or any proposal authored or contributed to by the voter. Except in referendum of drafted amendments where the amendment author may be an associate of the jurist, the above restrictions apply to proxy. A portable computer, internet access and password is provided to each citizens council member jurist to be kept by the citizens council member if selecting a valid proxy. Proxy are also provided with a password to cast a default set of vote preferences. Voting may also be done from any internet capable computer, using the Constitution Commission web page, [ Such as at home or as provided at any one of 1800 local community center ] which has candidate information, model reforms submissions, drafted amendments to the national constitution, and inquiry submissions. Managed by the Private Company For Electoral Commission. 

 Before each session; For each session proxy to cast default votes on behalf of jurists and if gaining most selection take a seat in the constitution commission registration costs $100 {2002 GDP / population relative} per ballot to be a proxy for per session, applications for proxy must to gain appointment to the next session application reception be before eight weeks before the session. From receiving notification of Constitution Commission Citizens Council jury duty from six to four weeks before the session, the electoral commission to be paid per jurist must have each jurist receive between eight and four weeks before the session receive as payment a free portable computer for the jurist to own with a jurist specific password, and a paper proxy selection book with a one a4 page of proxy candidate information per candidate per ballot paper with registration number and a proxy selection form listing all proxies with current registration in order of selection in the last session then in order of first registration. In addition from their proxy each jurist may receive three standard format paper postal ballot books for voting on each of the three ballots. For the jurist to be paid for each ballot they must before final solidification of proxy selection at the end of Friday of weeks one for officials, three for the indicative plebiscite, and four for referendum/s of the session, have the electoral commission receive by any means the postal proxy selection form or if existing at any time until ballot solidification the last proxy selection webpage form up-date. After entering a password with subsequent automatic entering of the password, on the jurists computer, the jurist must be shown a list of all proxy for each ballot, if the jurist is yet to select a proxy, until a selection is forthcoming before the ending of the ballot period at the ends of Friday on weeks one, three, and four. The jurist voting web page must allow the jurist to click through this opening web page to delay selection of a proxy. Subsequent to a jurists selection of a proxy the opening web page must be a selection of each of the three ballots to vote on and the option to change proxy selection for each of the three ballots until solidification. Between eight weeks before and the commencement of the session the proxy to be paid must cast default vote value allocation on each ballots they have registration for on behalf of all of the jurists they represent to be solidify on the commencement of the session. The five proxy in each of the ten states most selected in the current session then first registered gain a seat at the constitutional assembly, for the four weeks of the currant session. 

 The chair person selects and says a prayer before the commencement of proceedings each day. 

 Week one ; Election of officials; the Governor General, Constitution Commission Chairperson, fifty drafting agents each representing Private Company For Constitution Drafting Agency, and the Foreign Affairs Commissioner. For to hold office for the last three weeks of the current session and until the end of the first week of the next session, drafting agent gain a seat at the constitutional assembly for that period, attendance is required by penalty of withdrawal of payment proportional to the time absent. Foreign Affairs Commissioner attendance is optional. Any citizen may pay $50 {GDP/ population relative} to nominate themselves to be a candidate for just one position for each four month term. Citizens Council jurists may cast any vote value being a whole number from one to nine hundred and ninety nine to any candidate, Vote value for each position contested is then modified so the total vote value of each Citizens Council [ jury ] voter adds up to exactly one with each allocation of vote value counted to five numerals other than zeroes. Just candidates with some vote value make the count, Counting then finds the candidate with the least votes, who is removed from the count, Vote value of each Citizens Council [ jury ] voter for those remaining is then reconsolidated to total one for each jurist voter. Again the one receiving the least vote value is removed from the count and so on, until finding the last candidate remaining who gains first rank election. 

 Week two ; Judge appointments. Any citizen may for one of 1,800 district courts pay $500 {GDP/ population relative} to nominate themselves to be a court judge. Each nomination is put to the citizens council for their consideration for one session and until the beginning of the next session in which time the candidate may make a submission including a web-page link and a one page postal ballot representation in favor of appointment, plus any person may make a submission against the appointment, including a web-page link and a one page postal ballot representation. At the next session the citizens council jurists must cast a yes or no vote, With 50% yes vote resulting in appointment. Each district is budgeted an equal portion of the judges pay budget. If there are two or more judges in a district cases and this amount is shared between judges equally.. Appointment as a judge remains in force until age 65. Any person may put a request to the Governor General to have on the Governor Generals discretion a judge re-contest an election.

 Week three ; Indicative plebiscite. For each standing inquiry,- one into democratic processes, one for the parliament departments, and one for each of the other nine departments, each Constitution Commission Citizens Council jury member must to be paid must have the electoral commission receive before the end of the Friday of week three vote value for each indicative plebiscite for to rate to rank the submissions to each inquiry. Submission author may be independent individuals or be endorsed by a party. Acceptance of submissions is subject to vetting for relevance and correctness of identity. Submissions are first presented in order of indicative vote they receive at the end of the third week of the last session/s, then in order of first registration until indicative voting for submissions at the end of the second week of the current session changes the rank. Submission web-site author must also by password submit their pay registry number for to be paid, name, e-mail address, postal address, and phone number. Citizens Council jurists may cast any vote value being a whole number from one to nine hundred and ninety nine to any inquiry submission in each of the inquiries. Vote value is then modified so the total vote value of each Citizens Council jurist adds up to one to 5 numeral places from the first whole number. The total budget paid to submission author is divided between the three sessions per year, and each inquiry, Each submission author is paid a portion of the budget allocation in proportion to the total value of first preference vote value allocated to the author in proportion to the total value of vote value cast to all submissions of model amendments to the national constitution regardless of the original conceiver. Vote value for amendments to the national constitution submission receiving the least votes is withdrawn, vote value for remaining recipients of vote value cast by each citizens council jurist is adjusted in proportion to the original proportion cast by the jurist but so as to total one. If equal then in order of random precedence. This repeats until all submissions gain a rank for each inquiry. 

 Following the end of Friday on week three until four weeks before the next session ; For each inquiry the winning two percent up to fifty model national constitution amendment submissions author may draft one x one page amendment following from their submission. The Foreign Affairs Commissioner may also draft one amendments per session to the constitution in the same way but in relation to any international agreement of any forum with parliament endorsement. The author or foreign affairs commissioner to be paid for a referendum victory margin must endorse a draft amendment submissions from any one of any of the fifty drafting agent gaining election representing a Private Company For Constitution Drafting Agency who submit their draft amendments to the electoral commission web-page for access by the winning inquiry submission author using their same password used for lodging their inquiry submission URL, in which case the winning drafting agency is paid a portion of $3,333,333 divided between drafts commissioned in the same session. But the winning author/s of the submission of foreign affairs commissioner may disregard or amend the draft or otherwise draft an amendment. Draft amendment are then put to a referendum of the Citizens Council in week four of the following session.

 Week four ; Referendum. For each inquiry the winning top two percent up to ten submission author by rank by vote of the indicative plebiscite of citizens council jurist members in the third week of the previous session may lodge before the commencement of the current session,- draft constitutional amendments, to be put to referendum of the one thousand citizens council jurists in the session subsequent to the one in which the author wins an indicative plebiscite. Each Citizens Council jurist must cast a vote yes or no for each amendment proposal to be paid. Draft amendments pass the citizens council referendum if gaining more than sixty percent support of the Constitution Commission Citizens Council jury. The author if to be paid a portion of $3,333,333 in proportion to referendum yes vote victory margin in excess of 60% as a proportion of all victory margins of all referendum decisions in the session. To become law if then gaining Governor General assent. If two or more amendments pass a referendum in the current session but are contradictory then the one with the most vote fraction for it or if equal a random becomes law, the Governor General may also strike down any prior contradicting obsolete parts of the constitution. 

 For each postal ballot each ballots candidate, submission, or referendum proposal information author may submit a word processor file of one A4 page of fifty six lines of twelve point characters of text information with vetting for relevance and accuracy by the electoral commission with the first two lines blank or shifted down by two lines to fit in the ballot casting line, for the submission Authors name, state of residence, and a three section box column for the proxy to cast vote value and a three section box column for the jurist to cast alternative vote value. and with a two centimeters left margin for binding edge and one centimeter other margins. For web page ballots each candidate information, inquiry submission, or referendum question may be a link to a web page of any length which may be irrelevant. Information authors may update information using the password which the electoral commission allocates. So as to gain candidate election, submission ranking, or referendum outcome, the information author must also use their password to enter their pay registry account number for to be paid, name, e-mail address, postal address, and phone number. For candidates and inquiry ballots submissions the author may update their postal or web page ballot information at any time and continue to hold votes and rank when modifications are made. But for referendum amendments, which are as the author commissions or otherwise modifies and submits, finalization is eight weeks before the session, following the session in which the submission author gains precedence by indicative plebiscite of submissions to an inquiry. The electoral commission web page for each draft amendment commissioner must display the deadline for lodging referendum proposals. Candidate and submission author names presentation must be in order of the rank they receive in the last session then in random order. For referendums each draft amendment presentation must be in order of the vote before preference distribution the relevant inquiry submissions author receives in the third week of the last session then in random order. The making of a submission to an inquiry and for winning submission author the lodging of a referendum amendment is free of any charge.

 The Governor General may with discretion grant or withhold assent to any amendment passing a referendum and determine when each amendment is to be implemented and laws related to its implementation, This assent may only occur within one year of approval or re-approval by referendum of a citizens council. Where an amendment requires a budget allocation old allocations may continue to be paid for people as the Governor General determines in parallel, subsequent spending submissions for any remaining budget allocation must comply with the referendum amendment. 

 Constitutional Assembly sitting times ; for each of the Fifty drafting agent and deputies, and Fifty most selected citizens council proxies. From 9 am to twelve mid-day, from one pm to 4 pm, and from 5pm to 8pm for the four week term. [ 60 minutes x 9 hours x 5 days, x 4 weeks = 10,800 minutes / 100 = 108 minutes average per 4 week term per commissioner or proxy ] Any commissioner or proxy may switch on a switch to contest speaking time, the elected drafting agent or deputy or citizens council proxy having had the least speaking time in the previous four weeks of session time then the first to the switch is granted the time slot and has the speakers microphone and light turned on, this is ended when the speaker or after a maximum of 20 minutes or after the ranking Chairperson presses the end button, this turns off the speakers light and microphone. Topics are set by the Governor General. Debate is managed as with the national budget making parliament. 

 THE GOVERNOR GENERAL

 *-May provide with discretion within one year or withhold assent to amendments to the constitution supported by a referendum of the Citizens Council jury, Or exercise an item veto. Amendments lapse into permanent in-effect after one year unless re-approved by a referendum.

 *-May provide with discretion within one year or withhold ; assent to one to budget or other amendment supported by parliament within {}, Or exercise an item veto. Amendments lapse into permanent in-effect after 1 year unless re-approved by Parliament. 

 *-Disaster relief powers, the Governor General of Australia may determine by decree, rationing and restrictions. 

 *-Order compliance with United Nations mandate holder, International War Crimes Tribunal conviction, or International Commission For The Reduction Of Weapons For Mass Destruction inspection and weapons destruction.

 *-Accept calls for succession for areas with a population of more than one million to then be put to a plebiscite of the constituent population, with eighty percent approval required for the area to become a separate country.

 *-Location names may be changed as determined by the Governor General. 

 *-To put changes to The national Currency, Spelling, Flag/s, Coats of arms, Alphabet, and Systems of measurement, to referendum of the Constitution Commission Citizens Council.

 *-To have a replacement of an elected representative put to the determination of the 1,000 randomly selected members of the citizens council. Including the Prime Minister, the Treasurer, and the ten parliament committee ministers. The party of a deceased or otherwise absent elected representative may appoint a replacement if belonging to a party or if independent of a party the independent representative may appoint a replacement, failing that the Governor General may appoint a replacement. Failing that the Governor General may appoint a replacement. Expulsion may be reversed by the Governor General.

 *-Has immunity from impeachment. 

 *-May have any number of terms of office.

 *-The maximum age of a Governor General is sixty five years of age.

 *-The Governor General may resign.

 *-The Governor Generals discretion have a judge re-contest election by the citizens council.

 *-The Governor General may with discretion have a determination of a legal judge be re-put to another judge other than the judge having local jurisdiction.

 *-Command over the defense forces is by the 60% majority vote of the defense assembly. The Governor General has zero control over the military. Except the Governor General may with discretion put a deployment order to the citizens council for a yes/no vote to have effect when militarily possible. Military determinations remain subject to personal judgment. The military must enforce democracy. The Governor General may be made to comply with this constitution. 

 DRAFTING AGENT : 

 Fifty drafting agents representing and employed by Private Company For Constitution Drafting Agency are elected buy the constitution commission citizens council jury for the last three weeks of current session and the first week of the next session. Vote value cast be each jurist for drafting agent candidates receiving the least votes is cancelled, Vote value of each jurist with vote value remaining is reconsolidated to total one.  

 Drafting agent may lodge draft amendments for each of fifty model constitution inquiry submissions to author winning each of the indicative plebiscite in the last session to be paid if commissioned. The author may approve just one draft amendment per session for each occurrence of winning an inquiry plebiscite. Private Company For Constitutional Drafting Agency are paid in proportion to the number of their draft amendments to the constitution commissioned by submission authors as a portion of the sessions budget for drafting agencies.

 The fifty drafting agent candidates gaining the highest vote may gain appointment to and take part in the debate at the constitutional assembly for the last three weeks of the session elected and the first week of the next constitutional assembly session. 

 CONSTITUTIONAL COMMISSION PROXY. All citizens council members to be paid must select a proxy to provide default votes which may then be modified by the citizens council jurist. Any person may become a proxy by registering with the electoral commission to be paid if casting all required default votes. Proxies must represent a particular one of the ten states so as to avoid voting as would be disqualified such as for submissions from the same state as the voter. Five citizens council proxies for each of ten states to attend the Constitutional Assembly are appointed by virtue of registering in person at the Constitutional Assembly over four weeks before the beginning of the current four week session and being one of the five most selected in each of the ten states by Citizens Council members then in order of registration, then at random. Proxy are issued with a password to vote on the constitutional commission web page, and are paid for each citizen council member casting default votes for.

 FOREIGN AFFAIRS COMMISSIONER and deputy may ;

 *-Ratify agreements made by delegated forums ; the United Nations, APEC, IMF, The British Parliament, The U.S. Congress, Also agreements with other heads of state; To be made into amendments and put to referendum of the Constitution Commission Citizens Council [ jury ]. Any subsequent amendment to the constitution may break an international agreement. 

 *-To modify the constitution of protectorates in affect under the sovereignty of Australia.

 *-Re-appoint the Australian representative to the United Nations, 

 *-Delegate, approve or put votes by Australia for motions put to the United Nations. 

 *-Re-appoint the Judge to represent Australia at the International War Crimes Tribunal.

CHAIRPERSONS. 

 For forums of elected representatives as ranked by the votes of the representatives elected to the assembly. 

 For forums of the constitution commission proxies and drafting agents. 

 *-May modify Constitutional Assembly procedures at will subject to this constitution.

 Candidates must have and maintain certification for competence with the Private Company For Chairperson Commission. Qualified candidates may self nominated and are presented in order of the vote received at the last election, then in order of nomination, where nominating by signing in in person at the Constitution Commission assembly in the week before the session. Jurists or representatives may cast votes value to any number of candidates, The total value of votes cast by the voter is then re-consolidated to total one vote. Vote determinations are recorded and remain in force until changed or the candidate retires. Voting closes at the closing of the last day of the first week of each session, and takes affect from the first moment of the day of the second week of the session. Where more than one chairpersons have an equal vote then the first to ever register gains appointment. Votes remain valid while the voter remains a valid voter or until changed. Chairperson candidates are prohibited from ever having any representative office, or membership of any political party.            

 The ranking chairperson may take the chairpersons chair to manage debate, The minimum cut-off rank for chairpersons permitted to chair is 20. The ranking Chairperson has the power to have commissioners or representatives removed from the chamber for one hour, and have Public disrupters removed from the chamber

 The chairpersons chair and desk are on a raised podium located in the center of the back wall. Representatives or Proxy and commissioners are seated in a u shape.

 Seating positions ; for the Constitutional Assembly ; The fifty drafting agents take the left side of the chairperson, The fifty most selected proxies are seated on the right side of the chair person, Subject to determined by the Chair Person. For assemblies of the budget making parliament the Prime Minister and ministers take the front row, on the right side of the chamber from the Chairpersons chair point of view, subject to any determination of the most senior chairperson. Labels may be made to show title, name, and representative job type. Representatives or commissioners are referred to by their office, which may be followed by region or preceded by rank. Representative or Commissioners may be assisted by employees of the Private Company For Government Business Council. 

 The constitution Convention is in session for four whole weeks from the first Monday and predominantly in months one, and in the four whole weeks predominantly in months five, and nine. 

 The State Parliament is in session for four whole weeks predominately in months two, six, and ten.

 The House of Representatives is in session for four whole weeks predominantly in months three, seven, and eleven.

 The Senate is in session for four whole weeks predominantly in months four, eight, and twelve.

 Constitution Commission sessions for each arm of government are broadcast in successive months on local radio. 

 A video monitor of the live broadcast is displayed on a large screen monitor behind and above the chairperson.

 A written transcript of proceedings called Hansard is put online as soon as can be transcribed.

 In state parliament, national parliament, and constitution commission the chairperson or the speaker must nominate a current submission or amendment being spoken about live updates of which are datacast by radio wave and by internet to viewers computer software including as used by digital television.

 Public galleries permit the public to view sessions but for where restricted by ranking chairperson determination. 

 Each representative seat has a vote card reader, with buttons for the computerized voting system, and request to speak. The chairpersons desk has displays showing, The time, Count down Timer, The number, title, and text for the legislative reform or purchasing submission to be debated. Currant vote count for the current legislative reform or purchasing submission referred to. 

 Reading, writing, and low noise portable computers are permitted in the parliament chamber, but for where limited by the chairperson. Food consumption is prohibited in the chamber except water. 

 The ranking Chairperson decides what debate will be permitted, and determines other procedures for the assembly or parliament. 

 The ranking chairperson may delegate microphone control, police, and guides to manage the public galleries, and foyer within the parliamentary land area. The delegated police may remove persons where directed by the currant chairperson, with help where required. 

 The seat of power of the Governor General and the 50 drafting agents and 50 most selected proxies of the Constitution Commission Assembly is the old parliament house Canberra. Unless otherwise determined by the ranking Chairperson. 

 The seat of power of the Prime Minister, and the 100 members of the House  of representatives and 100 members of the Senate of the elected budget making parliament department is the new parliament house Canberra. Unless otherwise determined by the ranking Chairperson. 

 Forces who have restricted political rights may be countered by legal military forces. 

 DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVES ; 1100 representatives. 

 For each of the 10 state parliaments 10 local representatives for each of 4 departments. So 40 representatives department and region category representatives for each of the 10 states. So election of 4 department representatives in each of 10 electorates in each of 10 states. Each region and duty electorate subject to the votes of all voters in the same regional electorate each electing 4 department representatives individually. = 400 local area representatives across Australia ; Welfare, Children and youth, Law enforcement, and Medical Services.  

 For each of 10 single chamber state parliaments election of 1 representatives for each of 10 duty categories in each of 3 departments. So 30 representatives department and duty category electorates in each of the 10 states. Each duty and department electorate subject to the votes of all the voters of the particular state. = 300 duty defined representatives across Australia ; Capital works department, Electronic systems department, and Research department. 

 For the dual chamber national budget making assembly election of 1 members from each of 100 regional electorates with 10 in each of the 10 states. Each a representative of a region subject to the votes of the voters of the same regional electorate. = 100 House of Representatives Department members at the national parliament.

 For the same dual chamber national budget making assembly election of 10 members from each single state wide electorate in each of 10 states. Each representative of a state subject to the votes of all of the voters of the particular state. = 10 Senate Department members at the national parliament.  

 For the single defense national assembly election of 1 representative of each of the 10 motor vehicles categories from each of the 10 states. Each state electorate subject to the votes of all the voters of Australia. = 100 motor vehicle department representatives at the defense national assembly.

 The same single defense department national assembly having 10 members of 10 duty defined military personnel representatives each a representative from each of the 10 states. Each state electorate subject to the votes of all of the voters of Australia. = 100 military personnel representatives at the defense department national assembly and across Australia ; the Military personnel department.

 All 1100 seats of office go to election after each 3 year term. 

 Voting is voluntary for citizens from 10 to 19 years of age. Voting is compulsory for citizens over the age of 20 by penalty of 1% of the citizens income including from consolidated revenue in the last financial year to June 30.

 Changes to The borders of 1,800 suburbs, borders of ten states and location of 100 local electorates; 10 in each of 10 state, are automated ; counted on October 1st and changed on January 1st each year. The ten states are required to have an equal population of currently 1,970,000 and as round a shape as possible. In each state each of the 10 regional electorates shall comprise an equal population of 197,000 and a round a shape as is possible. The currently 1,800 suburbs or town districts [ 200 for every 2,000,000 in population] are required to have an equal population of 10,000, and as round a shape as possible. Each office of a local representative is to be located central to an equal and as far as possible rounded population of a population proportional number of suburbs currently 18. As changed by the Private Company/ies for Representative Distributions Commission. [ The location of the town or suburb nearest to each citizens residence is declared when enrolling to vote ] 

 A council of representative defined by type or region at the same assembly is required to approve spending submissions to go to the national budget making parliament.

 Any person may become a candidate through a party or as an independent and paying $500 {2002 GDP / population relative} to the electoral commission between October 1 and October 25. 

 Citizens receive postal ballot papers after November 1 to be returned by post before the end of November 30, The new government commences the next January 1.  

 Voters must cast a vote for a party which casts votes according to party elections to 50 male and 50 female candidates in each state. Each citizen must cast vote value in one of the ten Australian states of their choosing.

 Department representative candidates may self nominated for any office within their own state of longest life long residence, Candidates are presented in order of the vote received in the last term then in order of first nomination. Voting is compulsory. Each party may have up to two male and two female person over the age of twenty contest each representative office. All candidates are elected in a single nationwide electorate and may contest up to ten offices.

 Any citizen from 10 to 19 years of age may vote, all citizens over the age of 20 must vote by penalty of 1% of the citizens income for the last financial year to June 30. For all seats of office which the citizen is eligible to vote. To vote the voter must cast any vote value being a whole number between one and one thousand to any valid candidate contesting the seat of office. The total of votes cast by each valid voter for the seat of office is then re-consolidated to total one vote to five decimal places. Each candidate may contest and receives votes in each of up to five seats of office. For each seat of office in the each electorate, the   candidate receives the least votes is withdrawn and is ranked last. After each withdrawal the remaining vote value of each voter is re-consolidated to total one for remaining candidates. By this method candidates are ranked including separate rankings in all office of each candidates contention. Each candidates vote is the total vote value received in the round preceding elimination. So as to have 500 representatives of each gender per election ; the male with first rank gains election to the office of their highest vote, then the female with first rank in any remaining office gains election to the office of her highest vote, then the next rank male gains election in the remaining office of his highest vote, alternating genders until 500 of the 1000 offices up for election are of each gender. [ A computer is required to calculate this ]

 NATIONAL BUDGET PARLIAMENT DEPARTMENT. $ 27,080,850,000 

 The national budget making parliament comprises ; 100 members of the department of the House of Representatives in one chamber, and 100 members of the Senate in the other chamber.

 The Prime Minister is elected by a joint sitting of the members of both chambers of national budget making parliament following election, and when determined by the determination or resignation of the Prime Minister. Each members of parliament may cast any standing vote value being a whole number between one and nine hundred and ninety nine to any member of parliament. The total vote value of each member of parliament as voter is reconsolidated to equal one. Members of parliament receiving no and the least vote value are withdrawn. If a vote is equal the member of parliament last born is withdrawn then at random. Then each voters vote value for remaining members if any remain in contention is reconsolidated to equal one. Each voter is deemed to gain the vote value they obtain in the round before being withdrawn. In turn this process is repeated until a winner is found who is until replaced or disqualified Premier.

 Committees; For the parliament departments and each of the nine other department their is a committee in both houses of parliaments. Each committee has ten members. Appointment to committees; the Senator or member of the House of Representatives gaining the most vote at the election for the current term may belong to the committee in their respective house of their choice, then the member gaining the next highest vote at the same election in each house may belong to the committee of their choice, in turn until a committee in each house has 10 members, at which event each member of the respective house in order of vote precedence at the same election gains appointment to their preference of any committee in their respective house yet to have 10 members, until all members belong to a House of Representatives or Senate committee. If two votes are equal the Prime Minister may determine precedence. The minimum period of appointment to a committee is one full session, at which time a member may change their committee appointment preferences before one week before the beginning of the next session.

 Ministers and the commonwealth treasurer. The Prime Minister alone may appoint or replace from members of each of the ten department committees in the house of representatives a committee minister. Also from the house of representatives as a whole a minister for democratic processes, and a Treasurer. The Prime Minister, the democratic processes minister, the nine other department parliament committee ministers, and the Treasurer as a whole comprise the cabinet.

 To have force of law each house of representatives minister alone must put inquiry terms of references for constitutional reform which may be non financial or include financial allocation amendments related to their ministry to cabinet if a department minister and then to the relevant parliament committee in both houses of parliament. To have force of law the prime minister must put to cabinet and then to both houses of parliament law proposals which may be financial or non financial to go in {} brackets in the constitution. To have force of law the democratic processes minister alone must put inquiry terms of references for constitutional reform in relation to democratic processes to cabinet and then to both houses of parliament. A bill must gain over 50% of the votes of an absolute number of members of Cabinet to pass cabinet. A bill must gain over 40% of the votes of absolute number of the members of both of the relevant parliament committees to pass the committee. A bill must gain over 45% of the votes of all members of the house of representatives to pass the house of representatives. A bill must gain over 45% or more of the votes of all senators to pass the senate. 

 Disagreement between the houses ; If the prime minister or the  democratic processes minister puts any number of bills before either house of parliament, which one house passes, but the other house rejects, or fails to pass, or passes with amendments which the first house disagrees with. Then at a subsequent session of parliament, [ staggered constitutional commission, senate, house of representatives, and state month long sessions, so after four months for each house ] if the same bill is again put to either house of parliament, with or without any amendments agreed to by the other house, and to the other house of parliament which fails to pass the bill, or passes the bill with amendments to which the first house disagrees, the relevant Minister may put the bill aside. After the next general election both houses of parliament must convene a joint sittings of the members of the Senate and of the House of Representatives. To elect the prime minister from members of the House of representatives. For election of the prime minister each member of the federal parliament may cast any vote value from 1 to nine hundred and ninety nine to any number of the house of representatives. Then following the reconsolidation of vote value by each voter to total one, the zero and lowest vote value recipients are progressively withdrawn, with reconsolidation of each voters votes for remaining recipients to total one after each round until finding the winner. The prime minister may then appoint a ministry and a treasurer. The prime minister or the democratic processes minister may re-put to this or another joint sitting, each on it own at a time, any of any number of bills put aside and receiving a general election mandate. With or without amendments which both houses agree to before or after the election. If from the absolute number of members of the senate and house of representatives voting together in a joint sitting, 45% affirm the bill then the bill shall carry as if duly passing both houses of the parliament, and shall be presented to the Governor-General for assent.

 The treasurer alone may put to cabinet and then to both houses of parliament bills for amendment to the commonwealth budget including amendment to any tax and spending numeric value, or any budget related spending guidelines to go within {} brackets in the constitution subject to the rest of the constitution, or privatization including appropriation of the proceeds. To have force of law each treasurers budget bill must gain more votes than 90 [ 45% of ] votes in favor after adding together the votes in favor in both houses of the federal parliament, irrespective of whether each house of parliament on its own agrees or disagrees with the budget bill. Voting according to the parliaments usual session and business time table. [ The Treasurer has a joint sitting for all budget amendments rather than having to wait for an election, be it by adding together the votes of both houses voting as individual houses. ]

 Each senate minister alone may endorse any spending submission refusal or choice of contractor amendment refusal. To lose force or law a spending submission or contractor amendment must be refused by the votes of 4 [ 40% of the ] or more of the members of the relevant committee, with each member of the committee having one vote. The vote of 45 of the federal parliament senators may approve a spending submissions or choice of contractor amendment submission on behalf the parliament department to become force of law except if refused in the following full session of the senate by four [ 40% ] of the parliament departments senate committee.

 Spending submissions and contractor selection amendment. The representatives of each department may vote with their assembly as whole to approve spending submissions and contractor selection amendments related to each budget allocation type and share they represent. Assemblies are the National parliament senate for both federal parliament budgets, The national transport and defense personnel assembly for motor vehicles and military departments, 10 State parliaments with state representatives for Health, Law enforcement ministers for police and prisons, Welfare, Research, Electronic systems, Child care, and Education, and tertiary skills training, and Capitol works.

PARLIAMENT PROCEDURE 

 The House of Representatives sitting times ; each of the ten members of the relevant committee of the House of Representatives, other ministers of the House of Representatives who wish to listen or speak and all members of the House of Representatives as summoned to vote for a amendment, shall be in session for 1 hour each day for 10 committee sessions between 9 am to 7pm Monday to Friday for the four week term. [ 60 minutes x 10 hours x 5 days, x 4 weeks = 21,600 minutes / 100 = 216 minutes average per 4 week term per member. 

 The Senate sitting times ; each of the ten members of the relevant committee of the Senate, other ministers of the Senate who wish to listen or speak and all members of the House of Representatives as summoned to vote for a amendment, shall be in session for 1 hour each day for 10 committee sessions between 9 am to 7pm Monday to Friday for the four week term. [ 60 minutes x 10 hours x 5 days, x 4 weeks = 21,600 minutes / 100 = 216 minutes average per 4 week term per member.

 Votes on bill; the relevant minister may call for a vote on a bill. The chair-person must then ask the members of the committee or the house as a whole for a party vote. Each parties whip may then state in order of size of the party; the name of the party and then the number of votes for or against the bill. All remaining missed voters are deemed to vote against the bill. Except any member present may call for a division. In which case all members of the chamber have 5 minutes to attend the chamber. After which time the doors are locked. Members present may then divide with members for the bill moving to the right of the chair and members against to the left of the chair.

 Any member of parliament may press a button to seek the call, the member of parliament in the same chamber having had the least speaking time adding together the previous four week session and the speaking time passed in the current session, gains the call, if so the members microphone and indicator light is put on. The speaking time ends when the speaker or ranking Chairperson presses their end button, this turns off the member with the calls indicator light and microphone.  

 Debate by the member having the time slot may comprise ; General comment, the asking or answer of questions, or calling for votes ; about approval of amendments to the budget, disapproval of spending submissions, approval of amendment to choice of contractor. Any other member may signal their desire to respond by rising to their feet. The member with the call may permit any other member to speak during their speaking time, but where limited by the chairperson. The chairperson may bring general response to order, or Comment. The responder and the member with the call may be concluded By self, By the member having the time call, after terminating any member the member having the call permits to speaks time during the member with the calls time, The chairperson, or Following 20 minutes. Disruptive talk is banned, with warnings, and sanctions determined by the chairperson. The chairperson may talk where desired.   

 The Treasurer may ; Determine the priority of any category of purchasing  submissions so that the spending submission be paid sooner or later, or Recall funds reserved to pay for government contracts such as to cancel contract parts yet to be delivered.

 The Prime Minister may repeal any determination of parliament within one year of the determination being made.        

 Balanced budget ; Parliament may make funding or tax changes with the net result being a national budget surplus or a net gain. Lending or borrowing money for the national budget is banned. 

 Bills are detailed on a 1 page form with guidance by the Private Company For Government Business Council. The form displays,- The numbers for amendment, The date the amendment is put to parliament, The dates when votes may be lodged supporting the change. Amendments may have up to 10 parts divided by parts number. Parts may be dependent on other part amendments. Parts may be choices with ranking for preference. Parts must ensure that the budget is balanced. 

 Purchasing submissions to 10 pages may be put to parliament numbered from 1 to 10, joined together. Purchasing submissions may be divided to be numbered consequential parts for partial passing subject to said conditions. Parts may comprise more than 1 choice so that the first choice passed has consequence. Where the whole part has been refused subsequent consequential parts have been refused too. This permits partial or choice payment.

 Bills and spending submissions are put to parliament for 4 weeks by a Private Company For Government Business Council the proposal is presented to all members of the relevant committees in both houses of the commonwealth parliament. For the first two weeks of each sessions all bills put to parliament within one month before the session by the relevant minister or spending submission representative may be considered and amended this shall be called the first reading. For the last two weeks of each session a copy of the amended bill is presented to all members of the relevant committees in both houses of the commonwealth parliament by the same Private Company For Government Business Council. This shall be called the second reading.

 Spending submissions are negotiated with an approved supplier by the representative/s gaining election to be responsibile for the purchasing, to be lodged with the Private Company For Government Business Council. Submissions beyond the budget allocation are rejected. Spending contracts are put to parliament for one month to be passed but for where vetoed by the parliament. Purchasing submissions display the cost, the purchase, the supplier, the date negotiated, the date to go to parliament, terms and conditions.  

 Constructions must comply with planning and zoning by the Private Company For Capital Works Design And Planning Commission. Natural habitat may be purchased by the Private Company For Natural Habitat Commission pending rezoning to protected natural habitat.  

 Compulsory land purchase such as for capital works, resource development, or natural habitat claims ; Where the purchasing submission passes parliament the title holder is paid 2 x the normal market value determined by the Private Company For Valuations Council. 

 Where suppliers have been boycotted by unions or have defaulted on obligations, the national treasury may reallocate the budgeted amounts to hire workers which can deliver the contract using the contracted companies machinery and buildings or hired. 

 Budget allocations beyond budget revenue must be reduced to below budget reserves ; General purchases for which the purchasing submissions passes parliament are delayed until when having sufficient reserves. Purchasing requests first passing parliament are paid first, except the Treasurer may decide to determine which purchases happen sooner or later, other spending submissions can continue to be put to the national parliament and be passed. Parliament committee purchasing and Social security benefits may also be reduced by relative portion to cover the shortfall. This may be reversed where revenue recovers. Spending that the national reserves fund has failed to finance are canceled on December 31. Calculated by the Private Company For Budget Research Council.
