Dear Sir/Madame,

It came to my ears that there is another attempt to change Australia from a Constitutional Monarchy to a Republic. As you are part of this Inquiry I feel free to address you with this email. I place on record my objection that the Inquiry does not canvass opinions from the majority of Australians who do not wish change to a republic and I would like it formally recorded that I do not agree with any change to our existing Constitution. 

Furthermore I am totally opposed to any plebiscite being held. Neither the Constitution nor the law of this country provide for plebiscites and any Government can purposely frame the questions to facilitate obtaining the answer they desire.

The system of a constitutional Monarchy has proven itself a most stable form of government which grants us and in the past our ancestors optimal freedom. If we start to change the existing system here and there - eg the position the Queen has - representing the people - we will end up in a less stable situation which will allow different parties to accumulate power. This again can be used against the people of Australia. A change to a republic does not mean increase of freedom. So called banana republics - by terminology a republic - have lowered the freedom of the citizens. We cannot create a similar republic as in the USA by taking away the influence of the Queen and shift it to a citizen of Australia. The stabilising influence of the Queen lies in her being queen for life and above any party system and any other lobbying.

I am a Christian and believe that the system of Constitutional Monarchy is based on the Bible, where the King is to serve God and the people and NOT the people to serve the King. Our existing system has proven itself over many centuries and granted the people of Britain and of the Commonwealth a freedom not seen anywhere else. Therefore let us stick to the wisdom of God, Who speaks through King Solomon - Proverbs 22:28  "Remove not the ancient landmark, which thy fathers have set."

I hope and pray that the people of Australia will stand and understand the importance of this and that you will represent the opinion and intentions of the people of Australia.
