     It is with great concern that I write this objection to the manner in which the Senate Inquiry Into An Australian Republic has been formed. I am a Christian mother and having a young son I do think a lot about the future of this our country. Even Henry Parkes, the "Father of our Constitution" "relied on the blessing of almighty God" when he introduced our Constitution. I don't want to let my children have reason to curse me for giving up those rights and prostrating those institutions which our fathers delivered to us. In this light I would like to ask you to consider the reasons for my objection:

 

It would seem only Republican minded Senators have been instrument in the establishing and method of this inquiry, this would not be acceptable for jurors in a normal court of inquiry, why should it be so in determining Australias future ?. The majority of Australians have already voted against a Republic, now in this instance they have been sidelined, perhaps our opinion has not changed, a proper canvassing of general opinion, which gives the people a voice ,would perhaps prove this once again.



Australians are content with the Constitution  as it keeps in check each arm of the Government as a Republican system is not able to do. A Republic elected Head of Government would not reflect the general populations opinion if elected by Parliament and if by popular vote he could  assume an authority that may well oppose that of the Government.



The manner in which the questions of the inquiry proceed  leaves no room for objection from a Monarchist point of view and would lead us to believe details are being finalised before the inception of  a Republican system.
