The Committee has received over 40 submissions in response to its inquiry from a variety of individuals and organisations, including peak bodies in the superannuation industry, academics and educational institutions, unions, as well as both Commonwealth and State government departments. 
Commenting on the hearings program, Senator Watson indicated: ‘The issues raised in the submissions suggest that the hearings will be very interesting.  A number of good options have been put to the Committee that would assist people to plan for, and make the transition from work to retirement.  The Committee looks forward to exploring these options more in the coming days.’
